| ve en kadim kentlerinden biridir. Ticaret yollarinin kesistigi bir

alanda bulunmasi sehrin farkli dénemlerde farkh dil, kiltir ve
sosyal yapilarin kaynagmasini kolaylastirmistir.

Uygarlik tarihi ite ilgili tim arkeolojik kabullerin yeniden gézden
gecirilmesini saglayan ve tarihi 12 bin yil 6nceye giden, son avc
ve toplayicilarin ugrak yeri olan ve diinyanin ilk kilt alani ola-
rak bilim literatGriinde yer edinen Gdbeklitepe ve 2019 yiinda
kaziarini baslanan Karahantepe; insantik tarihindeki en kritik
adimlardan olan ilk ciftcilik ve hayvan yetigtiriciliginin izlerine
rastlanan Nevali Cori; tanm ve hayvanciliga dayali Neolitik ya-
sam bigiminin tdm kurum ve kurallariyla yerlesmeye basladigi
Mezraa-Teleilat ve Akarcay Tepe, Sanliurfa'nin Neolitik Cag'daki
énemini ortaya koyar.

Ayrica “Peygamberler Sehri” olarak kabul edilen Sanhurfa Ba-
lkligol'a, Hz Eylip Makami, Harran, Hz Musa Kuyusu, Sogmatar
Antik Kenti, Hz Suayb Sehri ve Deyr Yakup Manastin'yla inang
turizminin de 6nemdi duraklar arasindadir.

Boylesi zengin.bir emanete sahip olan Sanlurfa'nin kiltir var-
liklarinin korunmast, sergilenmesi ve turizm diinyasinda daha
gorundr kiinmast amaciyta miize agilmasi fikri daha 1948 yilinda



olusmaya baslamistir. 1965 yilinda da Sanliurfa merkez Sehitlik
Mevkii'nde, 1500 metre karelik alan Gzerinde insaatina baslan-
mig ve 1969 yilinda da ilk Sanburfa Mizesi ziyarete agilmustir.

Ancak Sanbiurfa’nin arkeolojik potansiyeli g6z &niine alindiginda
miize binasi mevcut haliyle yetersiz kalmistir. Bunun Gizerine 60
bin déniimlik arazide Ug katl yeni bir “Sanliurfa Arkeoloji M-
zesi” ve Haleplibahce'de ortaya ¢ikan mozaiklerin sergilenecegi
“Mozaik Mlzesi" ve her iki miize arasinda da deneysel arkeolojik
galismalarin da yapilabilecedi Arkeopark Projesi'nin temeli Kal-
tlr ve Turizm Bakanli§ tarafindan 2012 yilinda atilmistir.

Ziyarete 24 Mayis 2015 tarihinde agilan Sanburfa Arkeoloji MU-
zesi biiytik bir kompleks olarak tasarlanmustir, Sanliurfa Arkeo-
loji Mizesi icerisinde 14 adet ana sergi salonu ve 33 adet can-
landirma alani bulunmaktadir. Ayrica resim, heykel vb. sergilerin
yapllabilecedi gegici sergi salonu, tanitim fitmlerinin gosterildi-
gi sinevizyon odalari, cocuk oyun alani ve hediyelik esya satis
Uniteleri de yer almaktadir. Miizenin giris kisminda yaklasik
1000 araglik kapali otopark ve gelen ziyaretgilerin dinlenip va-
kit gegirebilecekleri 400 kisitik kapall alana sahlp cafe/ restoran :
bulunmaktadir.



Sanliurfa Arkeoloji Mizesi sergi salonlarinda kronolojik ola-
rak ilk once Paleolitik Cag'a ait ylizey buluntulan ve dénemsel
canlandirmalar, daha sonra kronolojik sira ile Neolitik Cad'a
tarihlenen, insan boyutunda yapilmis dinyanin en eski heykeli
“Balikligol Adam”, diinyanin en eski tapinagi Gobeklitepe kazi
buluntular ve canlandirmalan, Nevali Cori Tapinagi, Kalkolitik
Cag, Tung ve Demir Cadi buluntu ve canlandirmalari, Helenis-
tik, Roma, Dogu Roma ve en son islami Dénem’e ait en 6nemli
eserler sergilenmektedir. Ayrica Savaggl Amazon Kadinlar’'nin
diinyada ilk olarak mozaide resmedilmis halinin sergilendigi
Sanliurfa Mozaik Miizesi, tlkemizden ve dinyadan ziyaretgile-
rini beklemektedir.

Gobeklitepe ve Neolitik Cag eserleri agisindan diinya mizele-
ri arasinda ayricalikli bir yere sahip Sanliurfa Arkeoloji Miizesi
2021 yilinda “Karahantepe ve Neolitik insan” konulu yeni bir ser-
gi salonuna kavusmustur. 2021 yilinda baslayan $Sanliurfa Neoli-
tik Cag Arastirmalan Projesi kapsaminda 12 Neolitik merkezde
yapilacak kazilar Sanliurfa Arkeoloji Miizesi'ni Neolitik Cag ar-
keolojisi agisindan daha ayricalikli bir yere tasiyacaktir.

lojik bulguda, tarihin yeniden yazilmasina vesile olup ona
kaynaklik eden, gecmisin gelecekle bulustugu kadim bir sehir-
dir. 12 bin yil 6ncesinde diinyanin kiltir merkezi olan Sanlurfa,
sadece Neolitik Cag'da degil, Paleolitik Cagda da diinya mirasina
katki saglayan bir sehirdir. Tarihi ipekyolu Gzerinde bulunan, ilim
ve irfan medeniyetimizin koklerinin dogdugdu bir cografyada yer
alan Sanlurfa hem essiz bir tarih laboratuvari ve agik hava mi-
zesi, hem U¢ semavi dinin mensuplan icin ruhani ve manevi bir
merkez vasiflarina; madde ile manayi en iyi sekilde mezcetme
kapasitesine sahip 6nemli bir merkez konumundadir.

Dinden bugine bereketli topraklariyla insanlan kendine ceken
Mezopotamya, tam manasiyla medéniyetin besigi olmus, verle-
sik tarihin baslangicina ev sahipligi yapmis kadim bir béigedir.
KultUrel ve dogal mirasinin zenginligi, gesitliligi ve gok katmanli-
bigi bu bélgeyi her agidan benzersiz kilmaktadir. Bélge arkeoloji,
antropoloji, etnografya, sanat ve kiltdr tarihi alanlaninda 6zgin
bircok esere sahip olup neredeyse yasayan bir miize niteligin-
dedir. Turkiye'de ve dinyada Mezopotamya'yl bir marka haline
getirerek zihinlere kazimak ve daha cok da insanlarin bu bol-
geyi ziyaret ederek unutulmaz anilar biriktirmesini saglamak
(zere Sanayi ve Teknoloji Bakanlgimiz himayesinde, GAP Bolge
Kalkinma /idaresi Baskanligimizin, bélgeyi tek bir isimle marka-
lastirp &nemli bir stirdirdlebilir turizm destinasyonu yapmak
amaciyla Ug kalkinma ajansimiz (Karacadag Kalkinma Ajansi,

ipekyolu Kalkinma Ajansi ve Dicle Kalkinma Ajanst) ile gug birli-
gi yapilmistir. Bu kapsamda GAP Bélge idaresi Bagkanlgimiz ve
kalkinma ajanslarimiz tarafindan bélgedeki turizm fiziki altyapi-
sini gliglendirmeye yonelik yaratilen bircok proje ve arkeolojik
kazilara destekler saglanmis, Mezopotamya markasinin ulusal
ve uluslararas! hedef pazarlara yonelik destinasyon pazarlama-
sinin yapilmasi ve bu amaca donik etkinliklerin gergeklestiril-
mesi hedeflenmistir.

Bu kapsamda yuritiilen Sanlurfa Neolitik Cag Arastirmalari
Projesi cercevesinde Harran Ovasi'nin etrafinda Gobeklitepe’nin
yani sira ¢agdas 11 arkeolojik alanda daha kazi calismalari
planlanmisg, bunlardan Karahantepe, Sefertepe ve Sayburg éren
yerlerinde kazilara baglanmustir. S6z konusu proje ile yerlesik
yasamin, bitkilerin tarima alinmasi ve hayvanlarin evcillestiril-
mesiyle ilk besin Uretiminin bastadidi cografya olarak bolgenin
arkeolojik agidan daha iyi anlasilmasi ve diinyaya tanitilmasi
hedeflenmektedir. Nitekim Gobeklitepe'de karsilasilan son de-
rece gucli tarih 6ncesi sembolik 6gelerle diger yerlesimlerde
de karsilasilmis olmasi bu projenin kisa bir slrede Tarkiye'nin
uluslararasi alanda taninirligina katki saglayacadi aciktir. Gébek-
litepe’nin kesfi sadece bélgenin degil diinyanin tarihine de isik
tutarak, Sanliurfa'nin Mezopotamya'nin merkezinde oldugunu
ortaya gikarmistir.

yer alan Sanlurfa'nin, dogusu Mardin, kuzeydogusu Di-

yarbakir, kuzeybatisi Adiyaman, batisi Gaziantep, glneyi
ise Suriye topraklart ile cevrelenmistir. Sanliurfa A. Ardel'in de
belirttigi Gzere, Harran Ovasrnin daglik kitleye bir koy seklin-
de sokuldugu yerde, beyaz renkli kalkerden olusmus bir dag
kitlesinin ete§inde kurulmustur. Arazinin ortalama yiksekligi
500-800 metre arasinda degisen dalgali dizlikler halindedir.
Bolgedeki ulasim aginda (giineydogudan kuzeybatiya dogru)
Zagros Daglar'nin eteklerini izleyerek, Dicle boyunca uzanan ve
Yeni Assur Dénemi’'nde “Harran Sarri” (Kral Yolu) adini alan bir
ana yol bulunmaktaydi. Bu yol, Gliney Mezopotamya'dan Dic-
le'yi izleyerek Musul (Nineve) yakinindan gecip, oradan Sincar’a,
Nusaybin'e (Nisibis) ve Ras-el-Ayn Uzerinden Harran Ovasi'na,
daha sonra ise Firat'| Karkamis'ta asarak kuzeybati ve giiney-
bati yénlerine (iskenderun, Antakya, Halep) ayrilmaktaydi. Har-
ran Sarri yolundan bagka Sanliurfa bélgesinden gegen bir diger
onemli yol, kuzeyden Firat Vadisi'ni izleyerek Babil'e ulagan ana
yoldur. Mezopotamya'nin kuzeyine gitmek icin kullanilan bu yol;
Babil'den baslayarak Hit, Ana ve Rakka'ya ulastiktan sonra Be-
lin'i izleyerek Harran Ovasr'na geliyordu.

G Uneydogu Anadolu Bélgesinin Orta Firat Bslimi'nde

Kurak bir iklime sahip olan Sanlurfa'ya hayat veren Firat Neh-
ri, civi yazili belgelerde “Purattu veya Mala’, Klasik Dénem'de
“Euphrates”, Arap kaynaklarinda ise “Al- Furat” olarak gegmek-
tedir. Sehrin su ihtiyaci, Cullap ile birlesen ve glinimizde “Ka-
rakoyun Deresi” olarak adlandirlan akarsudan karsilaniyordu.

SUryani dilinde “Daisan” (sigrayan, ziplayan nehir) Yunanca da ise
“Scirtos” adini tagtyan bu akarsu, kaynagini Tel Abyaz'dan alan,
Belichas'e (Belih) dokilmekteydi.

insanlik tarihinin énemli duraklarindan olan Sanlurfa'nin ne
zaman ve naslil kuruldugu ile ilgili veriler saglam bir tarihsel
zemine oturmamaktadir. Ancak . Seleukos tarafindan bélgede
kurulan (yeniden kurulan) sehirlerden birinin de Orhay (Urfa)
oldugu (MO 303- MO 302) tahmin edilmektedir. Es-Semani, Go-
lius, Rosenmuller ve Michaelis gibi dilbilimcilerin belirttigi Gzere
Orhay; “Kallirrhoe" (gizel akarsu sehri) adinin bozuk bir tlrevi
veya Samice “Wrh" (su), Arapca “Wariha” (sulari bol) kékinden
tlremis bir isim olarak kabul edilmektedir. Sehrin daha uzun
omurll olan bir diger ismi ise Edessa'dir. Sehir, Seleukos Nika-
tor déneminde Edessa adini almig olup bu isim ayni zamanda
Seleukoslu fatihlerin Makedonya'daki baskentlerinin ismidir.
Nitekim simdi “Vodena” adini tastyan Makedonya'daki Edhessai-
sos’un adi “Voda” (su) kelimesinden tiremistir. Belki de sularinin
bollugu (veya tepeler arasindaki konumu nostaljik bir generale,
dogdugu sehri hatirlatmis olabilir.

Glnumiizden 2 milyon yil 8ncesi ile MO 9800 yillari arasina ta-
rihlenen Paleolitik Cag ile ilgili olarak Sanliurfa ve gevresinde
yaptigi calismalar neticesinde, 1. K. Kokten Sanliurfa’yl Tarkiye -
prehistoryasinin ilk paleolitik istasyonu olarak tanimlamistir.
Yine M. J. E Guatier'in Birecik/Firat Havzasi'nda Alt Paleolitik
Cag'a ait “Acheulan” tipli el baltalan ve “Calactonienn” tipli yonga



aletler bulunmustur. 1946 yiinda Kokten'in Birecik cevresinde
yer alan Surtepe ve Tilvez hdydkleri mevkiinde “Calactoninn”
ve “Levalloisi- Mousterien” tipli tas aletler, Bozova ilgesinde ise
Alt-Orta Paleolitik Cag'a ait yonga aletler ve Micogienn (Ust Ac-
heulean) tipli baltaciklara rastlanilmistir. Prof. Dr. Mehmet Oz-
dogan baskanliginda 1977 yilinda bir ekip Atatlirk Baraji'nin ya-
pimi nedeniyle arkeolojik ylizey arastirmasi yurttmus; Firat kiyi
seridinde Paleolitik Cag'dan Ortagag'a kadar iskani devam eden
birgok mekani bu ¢alisma sonucunda tespit etmistir.

MO 11500-9800 yillan arasina tarihlenen Epipaleolitik Cag'da
“alet endustrisi” yeni teknik bir boyut kazanmis; hantal silahlarin
yerini daha kiiglk boyutlu ve hafif yeni aletler almistir. “Mikrolit”
olarak adlandinlan obsidyen, cakmaktas! vb. taslardan yapilmis
minik tas aletler; bunun yani sira kemik aletlerin kullanimindaki
artis bu dénemin karakteristik 6zelligidir. Bozova ilgesinin Gol-
basi Mevkii'nde bulunan Biris Mezarligi ve S6git Tarlasi bélge-
nin 6nemli Epipaleolitik Cag yerlesimleridir.

MO 9600-8200 yillarina tarihlenen ¢agimizin sosyal ve ekonomik
yapisinin temellerinin atildgi Neolitik Donem'in Bereketli Hilal
haritasindaki cekirdek bolgesi, Dogu Akdeniz/Levant olarak be-
lirtilmis; Sanlurfa ise bu bolgenin “tasrasi” olarak tanimlanmis-
ti. Ancak Gurcitepe, Nevali Cori, Mezraa-Teleilat, Akarcay Tepe,
Karahan Tepe ve bilinen/distindlen tim modelleri/teorileri al-
tiist etmesiyle Unli Gobeklitepe’nin 1995 yilinda Prof. Dr. Klaus
Schmidt tarafindan kazilmaya baslamasi ile “Giineydogu Anadolu
Neolitik Kaltiirl” farkli bir boyut kazanmustir. Son avar ve toplayi-
a1 gruplarin toplanma merkezi olan ve diriyanin ilk tapinak alani
olarak tanimlanan Gobeklitepe, Canak Comleksiz/Aseramik Ne-
olitik Donem'in egsiz bir kilt merkezi konumunda olup insanlik
tarihi ile ilgili fotografin belirginlesmesine ciddi katkilar olmustur.



Yine kazisi Prof. Dr. Harald Hauptmann tarafindan yapilan, Go-
beklitepe'ye ait gelenedin ve manevi mirasin bir devami niteli-
gindeki Nevali Cori'deki yapi ve buluntularin zenginligi, Anadolu
Yarimadasr'nin sadece bir képri niteliginde olmadidi, ayni za-
manda Neolitik yagam bigiminin énemli bir yasam alani oldu-
gunu ispatlamistir. Tas alet kullaniminin yani sira bakir made-
ninin de kullanilmaya baslanildifi, boya bezemeli canak ¢omlek
yapiminin (Halaf ve Obeyd seramikleri) yayginlastigi Kalkolitik
Dénem, MO 6000 ile MO 3100 yillarina tarihlendirilmigtir. Bu
dénemde; Urfa bodlgesinde iskdn yogunlasmis, toplumsal is-
bolimd belirginlesmis, arti Grin/arti deder miktarinin ortaya
¢lkmasi ile sosyal yapinin dontsimi hizlanmis, gelismis kdy
ve kasabalarin temelleri atilmis, Suriye ve Mezopotamya'dan
alinan ¢omlekgi carki kullanilmaya baslanmistir. Madencilik,
tretim ekonomisindeki temel gelisim degiskenlerindendir. Da-
yanikl silahlar ve daha zarif stis egyalarinin yapimi igin bakir/
arsenik, bakir/kalay (tung) alasimlarina ihtiyag duyulmustur.
Béylesi madenlerin uzak yerlerden temini ve MO 4. binyilda ya-
zinin da icat edilmesiyle birlikte izole durumdaki koyler ve top-
lumlar farkl kiltdrel gdrantmlerle tanismislardir. Bu etkilesim
sonucunda insan topluluklan daha iyi orgitlenebilmis, tung
madenini kullanmaya baslamis ve boylelikle ilk Tung Cagdi'na
gegilmistir.

MO 3. binyilda On Asya'da sehir devleti niteliginde yerlesimler
bulunmaktayd. Kuzey Suriye'de Halep yakinlarinda énemli bir
ticaret merkezi olan Ebla'da a¢ifa ¢ikan arsivde, Hamran'in “Zu-
galum” adindaki bir kralice tarafindan yonetildigi belirtilmekte-

dir. Yine tarihteki ilk devlet unvanini taglyan Semitik Akkadlarin

kisa sirede gliclenmesi Uzerine Urfa/Harran Akkadl Sargon ta-
rafindan hakimiyet altina alinristir. 1. Ur Siilalesi'nin MO 2. bin-
yilin baslarinda yok olmasi sonrasinda, “Assur Ticaret Kolonileri

-
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Dénemi” diye tanimtanan, M0 2. binyilin baglarinda, Anadolu ya-
ziyla tanismis ve yogunlasan ticaret faaliyetleri basta Firat ol-
mak Uzere bircok nehir {izerinden saglanmisti. MO 2. binyilin
ik yansinda Kuzey Suriye'de bir ticaret merkezi olan Maride
(Tell Hariri) bulunan Assur Krali Samsi-Adad arsivinde Harran
ve kral Astidakim'in adlar gecmektedir. MO 2. binyilin ikinci ya-
risinda Mari ve Amik Ovasi'ndaki Alalah'da ele gegen tabletlerde
20 kiictk krallik ve 250 yer ismi tespit ediimistir. Bu ddnemde
bélgede Hurri ile Amurlu niifus baskinken daha sonra Firat'in
dogusundan bolgeye gelen Hint/Ari bir kavim olan Mitanniler
baskin unsur olmustur.

Ancak MO 2. binyilin biiyiik bslimunde genel olarak kuzeyde
Hitit Devleti, Kuzey Mezopotamya Mitanni-Hanigalbat Dev-
leti ve glineyde Misir Kralligi olmak {zere bdlgede (¢ ana gug
bulunmaktayd.. MO 2. binyilin sonlarina dogru ise bélge Erken
Hitit, Asur ve Mitanniler arasinda gli¢ arenasina dénmus; |. ve
Il. Suriye Savas! ile bélgede Mitannilerin siyasal glcl azalmis,
Mitanni kralr I. Sattura déneminde ise Hitit egemenliginin etki
alani daralrmustir.

Demir madeninin kesfedilmesi savas teknolojisinde kakli dé-
nistmlere neden olmus; bu dénlisim “Tung Gagr Kiltlri nd
tim bolgede oldugu gibi Anadolu'da da sonlandirmistir. Demir
Cadh diye adlandinlan bu dénemde, Biytk Hitit Kralug'mn MO
1200'lerde glcinin zayiflamasi ve Aramiler'in istilasi, bélgede
Assur-Arami. miicadelesine neden olmustur. Aramiler, MO 10.
ylzyilda Firat Nehri'nin genis bir bolimiinde parlak bir devir
yasamis ve bu yiizyilda Bit Adini Krallg'm kurmuslardir. An-
cak Assur imparatoriugu’nun yeniden giiclenmesi sonucunda,
Aramiler'e kars! intikam savaslar imparator Ashur-Il Dan (MO
932-913) déneminde baslamus, . Adad Nirari ( MO 911-891)



déneminde ise 6zellikle Hanibalgat (Urfa) bdlgesinde yogun-
tasmistir. MO 614 yilinda iran cografyasinda giiglenen Medler,
Kuzey Mezopotamya'ya egemen olan Babiller ile ittifak kurup
Assurlularin bagkenti olan Ninova'yi ele gecirmistir. Kuzeybatiya
kacan Assurlular ise Harran' yeni bagkentleri olarak ilan etmis-
lerdir. Ancak kurulan bu yeni Assur devletinin dmrii pek uzun
stirmemis; MO 609 yilinda kudretli Assur Imparatorlugu son ne-
fesini Harran'da vermistir.

Béylelikle Mezopotamya'nin yeni hakimi Babil Kralig olmustur.
Bu dénemde Labasi- Marduk'un (MO 559-M0 556) bir suikast
sonucu oldiriitmesi sonucu krallik tahtina Nabonidus oturmus-
tur. Dindar bir kral olan Nabonidus, Ay Tannsi Sin'e olan inanisi
geregi Harran'a 6zel bir ilgi gostermis ve gordigi riya lzerine
Stimerce ismi E-Hul Hul olan Sin Tapinagi'mi liglncd kez (itki As-
sur Krali Il. Salmanassar, ikincisi Asurbanibal) restore etmistir.
Pers Krali Kyros'un Babil Kralligr'ni MO 539'da tarih sahnesinden
yok edisi Gzerine Urfa/ Harran bolgesi Ugbaru'ya (Gobryas) bi-
rakilmuis, kudretli Pers Krali . Darius (M0 522-486) déneminde
de Urfa/Harran bélgesi, Babilonya Satrapligi sinirlan igerisine
alinmustir. Perslerin hakimiyet dénemi icerisinde bélgenin yay-
gin dili olan Aramice, Anadolu’nun adeta “resmi dili” olarak ka-
bul edilmigtir. Bu donemde Firat ve Dicle arasindaki bolgeyi zirai
acidan canlandiran Pers imparatorlugu’nun siyasi erki zamanla
zayiflamistir. Makedonya Krali Bilyiik iskender'in MO 334 ve MO
332 tarihlerinde Hatay/Isos mevkiinde Pers ordularini maglup
etmesiyle Urfa bélgesi (Gliineydogu Anadolu’nun tamami) Ma-
kedonyalilarin hakimiyetine girmis, bu olay Demir Cadi'nin sona
ermesini hizlandirmistir. Helen kiltirdni tim dinya Gzerinde
yayginlastirmasi ile bilinen Biiyiik iskender’in, MO 323 yiinda 61-
mesi (izerine kralugin topraklan generalleri arasinda dagitilmus,
Giineydogu Anadolu'yu da kapsayan Mezopotamya toprakian



Selevkos Nicator'un (l.Selevkos) hakimiyetine girmistir. Edes-
sa (Urfa), Karrai (Harran), Anthemusia (Surug), Makedonopolis
(Birecik), Nikepforion (Rakka) yerlesimleri bu dénemde yeniden
kurulmus ve isimlendirilmistir. Bu Helen orjinli krallik, Anadolu
ve Mezopotamya arasindaki ticaretin kilit tasi olan Urfa ve cev-
resinde 200 yil kadar hikim strmistlr. Bu déneme ait Urfa ile
ilgili bilgiler kisitidir.

164) dénemine ait sikkelerde sehrin adi “Antiochia Kallirhoe”
olarak yazilmig; Edessa ismi ise bu IV. Antiochos sonrasi kulla-
nilmaya baslanmistir.

Dogudan Perslerin, batidan ise Romalilarin sikistirmasi sonu-
cunda Selevkoslarin Yukari Mezopotamya ve Suriye'deki hii-
kiimranlik alanlar daralmis; bu bélge bir nevi “tampon bdlge”
haline déntismustir. Bu durum Edessa’nin birgok kiigiik prens-
lik tarafindan yénetilmesine sebep olmustur. MO 130-129 ta-
rihlerinde Antiochos Sitedes’in ordusunun Perslere yenilmesini
firsat bilen Edessali Aramiler, MO 132'de bagimsiz bir krallik (Os-
roene) kurarlar. Sanlurfa’ya 73 km uzaklkta bulunan Sumatar
(Sogmatar) Harabeleri'nde MS 165 yilina tarihlenen kitabeler,
krallgin sinirlari ile ilgili bizlere ipuglan sunmaktadir. Abgar X.
déneminde Iran Krali I. Sapur'un, Roma igin 6nemli bir kent olan
Antakya'yl tehdit etmesi {izerine Roma Imparatoru 1ll. Gordia-
nus, iran kuvvetlerini Firat'in batisinda yener ve 375 yil devam
eden Abgar Krallig'na son verip, Osroene'yi merkezden atadigi
iki yonetici ile bir Roma eyaletine donistrur.

Bu dénemde Edessa MS 201, 303 ve Nisan 413 ve 667 yillarinda
buytk sel felaketleri yasamis ve su anki Mozaik Miizesi'nin de
oldugu mevki ve yapi da dahil olmak izere, bircok yer sular al-
tinda kalmistir. Osroene Kralligi ddneminde Urfa, Hiristiyanlk ile
tanigrmistir. 0, Mezopotamya'nin ilk “Hiristiyan Sehri ve Kralligr’,



isa/Mesih'in “nisanlisi” ve onun tarafindan “kutsanmig” bir se-
hir olarak tarihe gececekti. Rivayete gore Abgar Ukomo, vebaya
yakalanmis ve Hz isa’nin hastalan iyilestirdigini duymus ve Hz
isa'yl Urfa'ya getirmek icin bir mektup yazip, bu mektubu ilet-
mesi icin “Hannah” adl elgisini gérevlendirmistir. lyi bir ressam
olan “Hannah”, yiizi nurlu olan Hz isa'nin portresini bir tirlii ¢i-
zememistir. Bunu géren Hz isa, yiiziin( yikar ve kendisine uza-
tilan bir mendille yiizlinu silip yiiziin sildi§i mendili Hannah’a
verir. Aziz Addai'nin anlatimina gére Kral Abgar, bu mendille
ylzlnd silip sagigina kavusmus, bu olay ertesinde bahsi gegen
mendili sehrin girisindeki bir nisin icine koydurmustur.

Helenistik Donem'in kiilturel etkileriyle Sanlurfa bir yandan sa-
hip oldugu hipodromu, mimarisi, tiyatrosu, nekropol alanlan,
kitabe ve paralarin Gzerindeki Grekge yazitlariyla tam bir Roma
Sehrine donusmisken bir yandan da mozaiklerdeki, heykeller-
deki sarkli giyim kugam ve Pers etkisiyle “Perslerin Kizi", “Pers-

lerin Sehri” olarak tammlanmigti. Roma imparatoru Diocletia- -

nus 4. ylzyilda ve onu takiben Julianus'un Hiristiyanliga karsi

tutumu degismis; bu durum Edessa'yi da etkilemis olup bircok -

manastir ve paganist tapinak, bu dénemde tahrip edilmistir. 639
yilinda glineyden emin adimlarla Suriye ve Irak topraklarina y6-
nelen islam ordularinin sehre gelisine kadar, Sanliurfa; Pers sal-
dinlaryla, Hiristiyan Mezhep Savaslaryla (Melkitler, Monofizitler
vb.) ve Heretik inang miicadeleleriyle anilacak bir huzursuzluk
donemini yasamaktadir. Bereketli Hilal 7. yiizyilda islam dini ile
tanismaya baslamist. Muazzam bir medeniyetin, edebiyatin,

mimarinin, filizlenmeye basladigi bolgede artik yeni bir dénem

filizlenecekti.

Hz Omer'in halife oldugu dénemde, lyad B. Ganem Sam ordu-
lan komutanldina getirilerek 639 yiinda El Cezire bolgesine

-
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fetih igin gdnderilir. Agustos ayinda Rakka {izerinden Harran
bolgesine gelen lyad B. Ganem'in sehri fethetme istegine karsi-
Uk Harran halk! “Edessa (Sanlurfa) halki ne sartlar altinda barig
yaparsa bizde ayni sartlart kabul ederiz” diyerek Islam ordulari-
nin, Sanliurfa halki ile mutabakata varmasini sart kosarlar, Bu
6n sartin ardindan fyad B. Ganem, ordusunun yéniinii Edessa'ya
cevirir ve sehrin kendisine teslim edilmesini talep eder. Onceleri
kiiclik bir grup, islam ordularina direnmeyi denemisse de bunda
basarili olamayp sehri, lyad B. Ganem’e teslim etmislerdir.

Arap devlet adamlan Yukan Mezopotamya'yl kabilelere gére
Diyar-1 Mudar, Diyar-1 Rabia ve Diyar-1 Bekr olmak uzere (g bo-
lame ayirmislardir. Diyar-1 Mudar'in (El Cezire) merkezi Harran
olup diger énemli kentleri ise Urfa, Surug ve Rakka'dir. Daha
sonra Halife Hz Osman El Cezire, Humus ve Kinnesrin'in ida-
resini Hz. Muaviye'ye verip onu vali olarak atar. Hz Ali'nin 661
yilinda bir suikast sonucu dldurilmesi ile Hz. Muaviye'nin énci-
ltgunde bir Emevi devleti kurulur (661-750) ve Diyar-1 Mudar'in
(El Cezire) hakimiyeti Emeviler's geger. Bu dénemin en énemli
olay, Emevi Halifesi Jl. Mervan saltanat! déneminde (744-750)
halifeligin merkezini Samdan, Harran'a tagimasidir. Il. Mervan'in
saltanati ddneminde Harran Ulu Cami (Cami'dl Firdevs) yenile-
nir, bélgede su kanallarr actinlarak tarim ve ticaret gelistirilir. Al-
tin dénemini Il. Mervan zamaninda yasayan El Cezire bolgesi, en
cok vergi veren yer olarak tarihe gegecektir.

Dogudaki Abbasi ayaklanmasi sonucunda sarsilan Emeviler, Il.
Mervan'in énctliigiindeki ordularla Biyik Zap Irmadi kiyisinda
yapilan savasta (750) Abbasi ve Emevi ordularni yenip Iran ve
Mezopotamya'nin bliyik kismini ele gegirir. Abbasi hakimiyeti
déneminde (750-990) Sanburfa'da bulunan Emevi halkina bi-
yuk baskilar uygulanmus, bu baskilar Halife Harun Resid'in basa



gecmesiyle son bulmustur. Bu dénemde sivil mimari anlaminda
ciddi yapilar inga edilmig ve Sanliurfa bir kiiltir kentine donls- -
mUstlr. Halife Harun Residin adil ydnetimi sayesinde sakin bir
donem yasayan Sanlurfa, 809'dan itibaren Halife Harun Resid'in
ogullar arasindaki taht miicadelelerine sahne olmus, bu i¢ ka-
risikliktan faydalanan Bizansllar 1037 yiinda Urfa'yt egemenligi
altina almis, sehrin sur ve kalelerini onararak sehri daha koru-
nakli hale getirmislerdir. “Biylk Selcuklu Donemi” ile birlikte
Anadolu'ya yapilan seferler artrmug, 1071 yilinda Alparslan’in Ma-
lazgirt Zaferi ite Anadolu'nun, dolayisiyla Urfa'nin, Selguklular'in
eline gegmesi kolaylasmistir. 1072 yiinda Sultan Alparslan’in
6limi Gzerine tahta Meliksah cikar. Sultan Alparslana kars
ayaklanmis olan Sultan Stleyman Sah ve onun kardesi Mansur,
Urfa yéresinde kalmaktadir. Halep sehrinin ainmasi icin hare-
ketlenen Meliksah, komutanlarindan Bozan'i Urfa'yl fethetmek
icin gdrevlendirmistir. Iki Miisliiman kuvvet arasinda devam
eden savas Meliksah'in savas sirasinda Urfa'ya gelmesiyle ken-
di lehine dénmustir. Urfa ve gevresini savunan Siileyman $ah,
savagta 6lur ve bugtinkli Suriye sininnda bulunan “Turk Mezar”
diye anilan yere defnedilir.

Meliksah, Urfa ve Harran'in valiligini Bozan'a vermis ve Bozan
déneminde (1087) hanlar, mescitler, medreseler agilmis, Unli
Turk bilgini Farabi'nin de ders gérdiigii “Harran Universitesi” bu
dénemde gelistirilmistir. Bolgede artan Misliiman-Turk sefer-
leri karsisinda, Bizans'in talebi ile diizenlenen Hagli Seferleri .
sirasinda Kont Baudouin, Urfa sehrini himayesi altina almis ve
1098'de Urfa Hacli Kontlugu'nu kurmustur. 46 yillk hacli hi-
kiimranligl ardindan taht kavgalarinin iStikrarSIZla§t|‘r-dl§| bu-
kontluk, 1144 yiinda Musul Atabeyi Imameddin Zengi tarafin-
dan ele gegirilmistir. imameddin Zengi'nin 1182 yiinda 8lumi
ardindan Sanlurfa, Komutan Selahattin Eyyubi'nin kurdugu



Eyyubi Devleti'nin sinirlar igerisinde kalmistir. Anadolu Selguklu
Haktumdari II. Stleyman Sah déneminde siyasal birligin saglan-
mas! adina Sanliurfa, Selguklu topraklarina katildiysa da sehir
Eyyubiler Dénemi'nde geri alindi. 1251 ve izleyen yillarda Mogol-
larin siklikla agir vergi ve yagmalamalarina maruz kalan Urfa,
1318 tarihinde Anadolu Selguklular’nin yikilmasinin ardindan bir
Turkmen Bey'i olan Salim Bey ve ogullar, Urfa'da etkinlik ka-
zanmaya basladilar. 1334 yili ocak ayinda Timur Mardin-Cey-
lanpinar'dan Urfa'ya kadar olan bélgeyi hakimiyet altina ald.
Ankara Savagi'na Timur tarafindan katilan Karayilik Osman
Bey, savas karsiigi kendisine verilen Diyarbakir yoresinde 1403
yiinda Akkoyunlu Devleti'ni kurup Sanlurfa’yi da bu devletin
sinirlar icerisine alr. Bunun ardindan Safevi Devleti'nin iran'da
glic kazanmasindan sonra Akkoyunlular bolgede hizla gl
kaybina ugramis ve ¢oklis streci hizlanmistir. Sultan Elvend'in
élimiinden sonra yerine gegen Sultan Murat déneminde Sanli-
urfa 1514 yiinda Safevi yonetimi altina girmis ve kentin idaresi
Kacarlar'a birakilmistir. Sah ismail ordularinin, Osmanli Sultani
Yavuz Sultan Selim tarafindan 1517 yilinda yenilgiye ugratilma-
siyla Sanlurfa'da ¢ok uzun siire devam eden siyasal istikrarsiz-
Uik son bulmus ve 4 asir stirecek Gsmanl hakimiyeti 1517 yiinda
baslamistir. Osmanlitanin hakimiyetine giren Sanliurfa, oncelikli
olarak Diyarbakir Eyaleti'ne baglanmis, kiltlr ve ekonomik ya-
sam ciddi bir ivme kazanmisti. Osmanli mimarisinin izlerinin
belirgin olarak goruldigiu kentte mescit, tekke, tlrbe, kilise,
medrese, kitUphane, han, hamam, diikkan, bedesten, kasriyye,
ashane gibi sosyal amacl kullanilan mekanlarda ciddi bir artis
yasanmistir.

30 Ekim 1918 tarihinde Mondros Mutarekesi imzalandigi sirada
bagimsiz bir sancak unvanina sahip olan Urfa, oncelikle 7 Mart
1919 tarihinde ingilizler, daha sonra Fransizlar tarafindan iggal



edilir. Bu isgal karsisinda Subat 1920 tarihinde kendi imkanla-
riyla silahlanan Urfa halki, Jandarma Kumandan Ali Saip (Ursa-
vas) Bey dnculigunde Kuvaymilliye adina yére halkini érgdtler.
Fransiz isgaline karsi elde edilen basari 11 Nisan 1920 tarihinde
isgal kuvvetlerinin sehri bosaltmasiyla son bulmaktadir. Kurtu-
lus Savasinda gosterdigi Gstiin gayretinden dolayl 1984 yilinda
“Sanl” unvanini alan Urfa, artik “Sanlurfa” olarak isimlendiril-
mis ve hak ettigi istiklal madalyasini 11 Nisan 2016 tarihinde
almistir Il

Sanliurfa’nin ise Paleolitik
Cag buluntulan agisindan bolgede 6zel bir Gneme sahip oldugu-
nu soyleyebiliriz. Zira Turkiye'de Paleolitik Cag'a ait ilk buluntu-
nun Sanlurfa'nin Birecik Ilgesi'nde bulunmasi ne kadar tesadiifi
olsa da kentin Paleolitik Cag acisindan dnemli bir yer oldugunu
yillar énce ortaya koymustur. Bu ilk buluntu 18%4 yiinda J. E. Ga-
utier tarafindan Birecik'te Firat Nehri'nin eski altvyonlar icinde
bulunan bir iki yiizeyli alet, Acheuleen el baltasidir. Bu buluntu-
dan sonra bslgeye ilk gelen Prof. Dr. I. Kilig Kékten olmustur.
Kokten 1946 yilinda Birecik ilgesinden kuzeye dogru Surtepe ve
Tilvez kdyleri arasindaki diizliiklerde arastirmalar yapmis ve ce-
sitli yontmatas aletler toplamistir.

Kékten buluntularin Clactonien ve Levalloiso-Mousterien 6zel-
likler gosterdigini belirtir. Ayni yil Sanlurfa’nin Bozova llcesi
yakininda, Golbasi cevresinde Micoquien tipte iki ylizeyli aletler
(el baltalan) ile Levalloiso-Mousterien yonga aletler bulmustur.
1959 yilinda bolgeye tekrar gelen Kokten, Sevket Aziz Kansu
ile birlikte Gélbagl Mevkiinde yine Micoguien (Ust Acheuleen)
olarak tanimladiklan iki ylizeyli aletlerden toplamislardir. Ayni
cevrede 1964 yilinda istanbul ve Chicago Universitelerince ortak
yapilan “Giineydogu Anadolu Tarih Oncesi Arastirmalar Karma
Projesi” calismalan sirasinda saptanan Degirmentepe'nin, Kok-
ten'in buldugu Bozova-Golbast ile ayni yer oldugu diustnilmek-
tedir. Kékten'den bir yil sonra 1947 yilinda béigeye gelen ingiliz

arastirmaci W. Brice ise, Birecik-Nizip arasinda ve Sanliurfa-Si-
verek yolu ¢evresinde Acheuleen tipte iki yi-zeyli alet bulmus-
tur. Ayrica ¢ekirdek, yontuk gakil ve gesitli yongalarin bulundugu
Kansu tarafin-dan bildirilmektedir. Bélgede Biris Mezarligi ve
S6gt Tarlasi olarak bilinen iki konaklama ya da islik yeri, 1963
yilinda istanbul Universitesi Edebiyat Fakiiltesi Prehistorya Kir-
stisu ile Chicago Universitesi Dogu Bilimleri Enstitiisi'niin or-
taklasa yaptiklan “Gineydogu Anadolu TarihGncesi Arastirmala-
ri Karma Projesi” calismalari sirasinda saptanmislardir. Birbirine
yakin olan her iki yer Bozova ilcesine iki kilometre uzaklikta
bulunmaktadir. Bu iki yerden toplanan cakmaktas! yontmatas
endUstrisi Uzerinde yapilan ¢calismalar maalesef tamamlanma-
migtir. Bu cakmaktasi aletlerin Paleolitik Cag'a ait olup olmadrk-.
larn ya da hangi déneme ait olduklan bilinememekte-dir.

Ancak bir dilgi endistrisinin ve bazi mikrolitik parcalarin varligi,
bu iki yerin Epipaleolitik Cag'da insanlar tarafindan kullanildigs
duslnlebilir. Sanlurfa'nin Paleolitik Cag buluntular agisindan
zenginligini kanitlayan bir diger 6nemli arastirma, 1977 yilinda
“Asagl Firat Projesi” kapsaminda Atatirk Barajinin etkilesim
alaninda Mehmet Ozdogan tarafindan yapilan yiizey arastirma- »
lari-dir. Bu arastirmalar sirasinda Gekis Sirti, Hasimerte Baglarl,
Kirli Mevkii ve Uluk Mevkii olmak (izere toplamdort buluntu ye-

rinden Alt, Orta ve Ust Paleolitik caglar ile Epipaleolitik Cad'a ait . ‘

yontmatas aletler toplanmistir. Son zamanlarda yapilan sistemli
ylizey arastirmalan Sanliurfa ili'nin Paleolitik Cag agisindan ne
kadar zengin oldugunu bir kez daha gozler niine sermistir.



Bu arastirmalardan ilki Firat Nehri (izerinde yapilan son baraj
olan Karkamis Baraji'nin etkilesim alaninda 1998-2000 yillari
arasinda Harun Tagkiran tarafindan yapilan “Paleolitik Cag Yu-
zey Arastirmasi'dir. Bu arastirma sirasinda Birecik ilcesi'nden
Suriye siminna kadar Firat Nehri'nin dodusunda katan alanda
33 adet Paleolitik buluntu yeri saptanmistir. Buluntu yerlerin-
den topla-nan gakmaktasi yontmatas aletlerin bylk bir kismi
Alt ve Orta Paleolitik Cagin teknolojik ve ti-polojik 6zelliklerini
gosterirler. Alt Paleolitik Cag'a ait iki ylzeyli aletler cok zengin
ve cesitli olup, dzellikle Acheuleen kiltirin orta ve Ust evreleri-
ni yansttirlar. Uclar ve kenar kaziyicilar gibi cesitli yonga aletler,
disk bicimli cekirdekler ve giizet 6rneklerle temsil eden Leval-
lois cekirdek-ler, bolgede Orta Paleolitik Gadin da (Mousterien
Kiltar) yodun bir sekilde yasandigini gésterir. Kesin olarak Ust
Paleolitik Cag'a baglanabilecek herhangi bir buluntu ile karsila-
silmamustir. Bu-nunla birlikte saptanan dért yerden elde edilen
buluntulara gére bolgenin Epipaleolitik Cag'da insanlar tarafin-
dan iskan edildigi anlasilmaktadr.

Son yillarda yapitan bir diger arastirma ise, Kiltir Bakanlgi ve
Turkiye Bilimler Akademisi isbir-ligiyle baslatilan Turkiye Kaltar
Envanteri pilot bélge calismalart kapsaminda, Mehmet Ozdogan
ve ekibi tarafindan gergeklestirilen “Birecik-Surug Kilttr Envan-
teri” calismalaridir. Bu galismalar sirasinda ok sayida Paleotitik
Cag buluntu yeri saptanmustir. Yontmatas buluntular alt, orta ve
Ust Paleolitik ve Epipaleolitik caglarin tekno-tipolojik &zellikle-
rini sergilerler. Sonug itibariyle Anadolu'da Paleolitik Cag'a ait ilk



buluntunun saptandidi 1894 yilindan bu yana yogun arastir-ma-
lara sahne olan Sanlurfa ve cevresi, Turkiye'nin Paleolitik Cag
acisindan en zengin illerinden biridir. Sanburfa ilk insanin din-
yaya yayildigi rota Uzerinde, Paleolitik Cag'in farkli asamalarini
yansitan buluntu verteri kadar bu dénemin son asamalari ve
sonrasl igin de eski diinyanin sayili butuntu yerlerinin oldugu bir
kenttir. Ozellikle Gébeklitepe gibi muazzam tapinma merkezle-
rinin ve Nevali Gori, Glrcltepe, Mezraa-Teleilat, Akarcay Tepe
gibi Neolitik Dénemin ilk asamalarini yansitan yertesimler bu-
nun en iyi kanitlarini olusturur M

Neolitik Cag'a kadar insanlar sabit yerlesmeler kurmadan
gogebe olarak yasamis, besinlerini avcilik, bitki toplayiciigi ve
balikgilikla saglamiglardir. Neolitik Cag, insanlarin dogal cevre-
lerini denetim altina alarak degistirmeye basladigl, daha dncele-
ri yabani olan tahillari ekerek besin Uretimine gectigi, kalici kdy
yerlesimlerinin ortaya giktigi bir srectir. Bu yeni yasam bigimi,
Endistri Devrimi'ne kadar geliserek siirecek olan sosyal ve eko-
nomik diizenin temellerini olugturur.

Y eni tas ya da Cilali Tag Devri olarak da bilinen Neolitik Cag,

Neolitik ile yalnizca insanlarin beslenmesi ya da yerlesim se-
killeri degismemis, bu siirecte toplumsal dizen, inang sistemi,
teknoloji ve bolgeler arasi iliskiler de yeniden bigimlenmistir. Uy-
garlik tarihindeki en nemli ddniim noktalarindan biri oldugu igin
bu dénem ayni zamanda “Neolitik Devrim” olarak da adlandirilir

Neolitik yasamin gelisiminde, Canak Comleksiz ve Canak Com-
lekli Neolitik olarak iki agama goraldr. Besin Uretimine, ciftcilige,
yerlesik kdy yagamina dayali yasam, uzun bir gelisim strecin-
den sonra Canak Comlekli Neolitik ile birlikte kurumsallagmis ve
yerlesimler, mimarileri ve sosyal diizeniyle giinimiiziin kéyleri-
ne benzemeye baslamistir.

ilk olarak Yukar Firat ve Dicle havzalar ile Dogu Akdeniz kiyi-
larinda baslayan, uygarlik tarihinin bu en dnemli dénlisiminde
Sanlurfa'nin ayn bir yeri vardir.

nceleri "Bakir-Tas Cagi” olarak adlandinlan Katkolitik Cag,
kiiltdret gelisim surecinde "Geliskin Koyler” dénemini

temsil eder. Kalkolitik Cag, alet yapiminda tasin yani sira
bakir kullaniminin da giderek arttigjy, itk bakir silahlarnin gérilme-
ye basladidi, tarimar itk kéyler ile kentlerin ortaya cikisi arasinda-
ki gecis donemidir. Tartm ve hayvanciiga dayali yasamin biylk
ve kalabalik yerlesimleri bu donemde ortaya gtkmistir.

Tarima koylerin giderek kentlestigi bu dénemde, koy yasan-
tist da yeni bir déniisim gegirir. Bolgelere gére ¢ok farkli sos-
yo-ekonomik yapilar yansitan kiiltirler, daha sonra goriilecek
“Kent ~ Devlet — imparatorluk” sisteminin ekonomik cekirdegini
olusturur.

Kalkolitik Cag geleneksel kronolojide Ui evreye ayriimaktadir:
MO 6000-4300 yillari arasina tarihtenen itk Kalkolitik, Kuzey Me-
Zopotamya, Kuzey Suriye ve Giineydogu Anadotu bolgelerinde
gelisen Halaf kiltiirii (MO 6000-5200) ve ilk Obeyd kilturdyle
(MO 5200-4300) termnsit ediir.

Bunu izleyen Orta Katkolitik, Kuzey Mezopotamya, Kuzey Suri-
ye, Giineydogu Anadolu Bélgesinde Son Obeyd (MO 4300-3800)
ve Orta Uruk (MO 3800-3600) olarak tanimlanmaktadir. MO 5.
binyil ortalanndan itibaren kiigiik yerlesim birimleri genisleye-
rek kentlesmeye baslamistir. Su ve kara yolu Uizerinden kuzeye
yayilan ticaret, kit mihir baskitariyla (bullatar) kayit altina ali-
nirken Anadolu ve Mezopotamya kdltlirleri arasinda etkilesim



artmistir. Ticaret ve madencilikle zenginleserek gui¢ kazanan
yerel yoneticiler, sinirlari tam olarak tanimtanmanus bagimsiz
birer siyasi glice doniismustir.

Son Kalkolitik (MO 3600-3300) Mezopotamya'da yazinin kul-
lanilmaya baslandigi Uruk (Son Uruk/Kuzey Uruk) dénemiyle
eslestirilmektedir. MO 4. binyil baslarindan itibaren ticaretin kil
tabletler Uzerinde piktografik/resim yazisiyla kaytt altina alindi-
g, dinsel, ekonomik ve ydnetsel merkezi glciin, toplumsal si-
niflarin belirginlestigi bir stireg baslamistir. Bu dénemde bliyik
ve orta boyutlu kentler ile kirsal tanmcr yerlesimlerden olusan
hiyerarsik yerlesim diizeni ortaya ¢tkmistir.

Kentlesme siirecine giren topluluklarin, tanmct kéylerin, yeni
gelistirdikleri ekonomik diizenin geregi olarak ekonomik cikar
bélgesi olusturmasi diinya tarihinde itk kez Kalkolitik Cag'da
goritar.

Bu kiiltiiriin gorildigu bolgelerin ortak dzelligi, MO 4. binyilin
baslarindan itibaren ibadeti ydnlendiren, mallarin dagitimini el-
lerinde bulunduran siyasi ve dinsel bir seckinler sinfi tarafindan
gerceklestirilen merkezilestirmedir.

FISTIKLI HOYUK

irecik ilce merkezinin yaklasik 4 km glineyinde, Mezraa
3 Koya'nin 1,5 km kuzeyindedir. Firat'in dogu yakasinda

bulunan yerlesme, nehrin taskin ovasinin dogu ucunda,
ovayi sinirtayan kirectasi bloklarin yakininda yer almaktadr.

Halaf doneminin baslarinda iskan edilmis olan ve yaklasik ola-
rak MO 6000-5700 yillar arasina tarihlenen yerlesim, 300 yil-
dan biraz daha uzun bir zaman dilimi boyunca kesintisiz olarak
kullanitmistir.

Halaf dénemine ait ¢ blyik tholos ve bir kiiglk tholosa ait bo-
lamler ve iki kiigUk yapt agida gikanlrmistir. Halaf déneminin tipik
mimarisi olan yuvarlak planli bu yapilar, genellikle tas temelli,
kerpic topanlariyla (pisé) yapilmis duvar teknigine dayali bir mi-
mariyi yansitmaktadir.

Uruk mimarisinde duvarlarin
bezenmesinde mozaik gibi kullanilan kil giviler, bu givilerin bas-
ki kopyalarinin yer aldidi kil levhalar ve kabartma bezemeli kil
levhalardan olusan duvar sisleri nemli buluntular arasindadir.

1951-52 kazi ¢alismalari sonucunda hoyigin, Yeni Assur son-
rasi, Ge¢ Babil (MO 550 ye dek) ve Akamenid/Pers Dénemlerine
(MO 550-333) denk gelen siirecte yerlesim gérmedigi; MO 2
ylzyil ortalarina tarihlenen Helenistik Dénem’de ise tekrar yer-
lesimin basladigi anlasiimistir. Hoylikte Helenistik ve Roma do-
nemlerine (MO 333-MS 400) ait yerlesimin kalintilari, yaklasik 7



metre yiiksekligindedir. MO 3.-2. yiizyillara gelindigi bir dénem-
de ise Sultantepe Hoyugu artik tamamen terk edilmistir (Lloyd
ve Gokce 1953; Lloyd 1954).

Egimin az oldugu dogu ve gliney yoniinde kale, sur duvarlarina
ek olarak ana kayanin oyulmasi sureti ile olusturulmus genis ve
derin bir hendekle cevrelenmektedir. S6z konusu hendek, Ku-
zey Sur Duvarr'nin bati kesimlerinde, egimin azaldigi alana ka-
dar devam ederken; kalenin giris kapisinin da bulundugu ve sarp
kayalik Gzerine oturtulan Kuzey Sur Duvari'nin 6niinde hendek
yer almaz.

(Arslan) 6nderliginde Osrhoene (Edessa) Kralligi'ni ilan ederler
(MO 132). Béylece Urfa bélgesi tarihte itk kez kendine 6zgii bir
kralliga kavusmus olur. Edessa Krali V. Abgar'in M513-50 yillan
arasindaki 37 yilbk krallk donemi, Hiristiyanlik tarihi agisindan
gok 6nemli bir yere sahiptir. 201 yiinda Urfa tarihinin ilk biyiik
su baskininin meydana geldigi Osrhoene Eyaleti, 214 yiinda bir
kez daha Roma kolonisi haline getirilir. 214-240 yillan arasin-
da IX. Ma'nu, Urfa Krali unvanina sahip olmus; ancak bir Roma



somirgesi haline getirilen Urfa'da hi¢cbir hilkmi kalmamistir.
Yukarida bahsedilen, akantus yapraklariyla susli Korint baslikli
iki situndan, dogudakinin kitabesinde adi gegcen Manu’nun bu
kral oldugu tahmin edilmektedir.

¢ok belirgin bir unsur olmustur. Olympos tanrilarindan 6nceki kusakta oldugu halde, kimi mitograflar onu Athena’mn oyun
arkadasi olarak gosterir.

Kendisini Romali olarak tanimlayan, Hiris-
tiyanlid resmi din olarak kabul eden ve Yunanca’yt Romalilarin
resmi dili Latince yerine ortak dil olarak benimseyen imparator-
lukta, kiliseleri kamusal alanlarin merkezine alan bir yenilenme
izlenir.

imparator II. Theadosius Déneminde, MS 5. yiizyilda neredeyse
tim pagan kiiltarler ve Klasik Cag kaltiird sonlanmistir. Ancak
MS 6. ylizyilda imparator Justinianus'un parlak déneminin ar-
dindan ortaya ¢ikan veba salgini, artan Sasani baskisi sonras
yapilan anlasmalarin yliksek maliyeti, yeni insa etkinliklerinin
yerel ekonomiler ve isglictinde yol actigi zorluklar ile depremle-
rin neden oldugu yikimlar, bélgedeki kentlerin pek cogunun geri
kazanamayacaklari kayiplar vermesiyle sonuglanir.

Edessa, Sasaniler tarafindan Kral Il. Hisrev Doneminde, MS 603
yilinda kusatilir ve yedi yil siiren bu kusatma sonucunda ele ge-
cirilir. Ancak MS 628 yilinda tekrar Dogu Roma Imparatorlugu
egemenligine girer.

eyutinli Bahge, ana hoyigin kuzey-bati kisminda yiksek
Z konik ikincil bir hdyuktur. Hoylk, ovadan yikselen nispe-

ten kiuclk (yaklasik 2.60 hektar) olmakla birlikte olaga-
nistu bir hdyuktir ve bu ikinci hoyuk Zeytinli Bahce'ye kendine
0zgu bir sekil vermistir. Hoyugun yiksekligi 31 metre olup, bu-
nun sebebi MO 4 yiizyilin basindan ge¢ Doju Roma veya Orta-
¢ag Dénemine kadar yogun ve uzun sireli isgalinden kaynak-
lanmaktadir. Hoyulkteki yerlesimlerin/isgallerin ana konumu
zamanla deg@ismistir. Zeytinli Bahge'yi tarihsel bilgilerin énemli
bir kaynagi haline getiren en ilging yani, MO 4 yiizyildan MO 2.
binylla kadar, iki buguk binyili kapsayan, ust uste yerlestirilmis
yerlesimlerin son derece uzun ve kesintisiz dizilimidir. Bu k-
cuk alan, etkilesimlerin arasindaki degisen dinamikleri ortaya
koymaktadir. Konumu itibariyle zamanla Firat ve Mezopotamya
topluluklari tzerinde stratejik bir konumda yer almaktaydi.



Son Tung¢ Kalkolitik Dénem ’den ilk Tun¢ Cagr'nin sonlarina ka-
dar uzanan tarih éncesi yerlesim ( MO U binyildan 3. Binin bas-
langicina kadar), héyigun bugiinki bati béluminde Firat'in asir
derecede asindirdi§i énemli bir konsantrasyona sahiptir. Son
Kalkolitik-ilk Tung | seviyelerinin sikligi, neredeyse 11 metre
kalinhgindaki bir depozit olusturmustur. Son Kalkolitik seviye-
ler hoyigun alt kismina bindirilmis ve onu ilk Tung Cagina ait
cesitli yapi seviyeleri izlemistir, ilk Tung yerlesim (ilk Tung llI-1V)
ve Orta Tuncg kale surlari, ¢ogunlukla héyugin kuzey kesimin-
de kugcuk bir alanda yogunlasmis, burada yiksek konik ikincil
bir hdyik olusturmustur. Bunun Uzerine, kisa siren ve temelsiz
Demir Cagi ve Helenistik yerlesimler nedeniyle, Ge¢ Dogu Roma
Donemi ve Ortagagda surlarla cevrili kirsal yerlesim yeniden bir-
kac insa faaliyetinin oldugu asamalar olmustur. Zeytinli Bahce
toplulugunun gelisimi, Orta Uruk, Mezopotamya materyalleri



ile konutlar ortaya ciktiginda, Hacinebi'nin yakinindaki mevkide
oldugu gibi, 4. binyil ortalarinda meydana gelen ani bir degisim
haricinde, stirekli ve kademeliydi. Uruk diinyasiyla baglantili yeni
bir kiltir benimsenmesi, bu bélgede ve Orta Firat bolgesinde-
ki tim gelismeleri kuvvetle etkiledi. Orta Uruk déneminin mi-
marisi; bir dnceki ddneme ait ev dodasini, kazi alaninin 1 x 1.25
metre kii¢lk hiicreli odalardan olusan, dizenli araliklarla ve dii-
zenli araliklarla yerlestirilen kazi alaninin yerini tutmasiyla sir-
dirmustir. Suriye'deki Seyh Hasan bolgesinde sit alaninda buna
benzer bir yapi vardir. Buyapinin islevi agik degildir. Cunk( Seyh
Hasan durumunda oldugu gibi bu yapi tamamen buluntu grubu
vermemis olarak ortaya cikarildi. Burada bulunan tek malzeme,
ayni zamanda Firat boyunca olasi bir dedisim gostergesini tem-
sil eden zayif bitim kalintilariyd.

Bu seviyelerde bulunan ¢anak ¢dmlekler, bélgedeki diger Orta
Uruk bélgelerine cok benzemektedir. Mezopotamya tipi ince ¢a-
nak ¢omleklerin eslik etmesi, toplu Uretilen kaplarin yayilmasini
ternsil eden taninmis “kesik agiz kenarli canaklar”in yiyecek icin
dagitilmasina neden olmustur. Diger Orta Uruk bolgelerinde,
birbirine yakin paralellikler tasiyan tipik bir kireg tas idold, bu
seviyelerin kiltlrel ve kronolojik referanslarini teyit etmektedir.
Zeytinli Bahgesi'nde bu dénemde gézlemlenen kapsamli degi-
sim ve ayni zamanda hiicre yapiminin bir an 6nce terk edilmesi,
Mezopotamya gruplarinin MO 4. binyil ortalarinda bélgeye gele-
bilecegini ve kisa bir stire sonra muhtemelen bélgeyi terk etti-
gini gostermektedir. Aslinda bolgede yerlesmis yabanci insanlar



olup olmadigini sdylemek zordur ve yakindaki bélgelerde ya
da ayni bélgede yerlesmis olan giiney kdkenli insanlarla yakin
temaslarin kurulmasi mimkinddr. Bu durum yerel nifusun
hayat kalitesini ciddi bigimde etkilemistir. Her olayda, Zeytinli
Bahcesi'ndeki bulgular, Orta Firat ve Habur boyunca kuzeyde-
ki Son Kalkolitik kiiltUrler Gzerinde belirgin bir etkisi olan erken
bir Mezopotamya Uruk dalgasinin varlgini dogrulamaktadir.,
Bazi dzelliklerine ragmen, tipik olarak kuzey g6z idolleri gibi
bazi 6zellikler nifusun kiltdrel hibritlesme siirecinde tamamen
faal bir rol oynadigini ve en eski kent toplumlarinin olusumunu
sagladidini gbstermektedir. Zeytinli Bahgesi'nde yerel kiiltlrin
daha sonraki evrimi ¢ok kademeli ve siirekli gériinmektedir.

Geg Uruk doneminde bolge, Orta Uruk evresinde edinilen Uruk

dzelliklerinin kademeli olarak bir tir Yerel, Geg Uruk toplulugu-
na dondstidini gostermektedir. Zeytinli Bahge'deki katmanl
ganak ¢dmleklerden yola gikarak, Geg Uruk seviyelerinin Orta
Yerel Uruk ozelliklerinin yerel asimilasyon ve déniisim safhasi
oldudu gériliyor. Bu, muhtemel yabanc bilesenlerin koyU terk
ettiklerini veya yerel kiiltiire entegre olduklarini gésterebilir. Her
durumda, bélgedeki Uruk unsurlarinin mevcudiyeti, kuskusuz

rinde MO 3. binyilin basinda (ilk Tung 1) hala yasadigi noktada,
bodlgedeki kiiltirel gelismeyi dnemli 6lgiide etkilemektedir.

gelismesinde gozle gdrulur bir sureklilik gézlemlenmektedir. Bu
seviyelerden birinde, MO 3500-3400 yillarinda alanda zeytin ye-
tistiriciligini kanitlayan ¢ok sayida zeytin tohumu tespit edilmistir.
Zeytinli Bahge'de bulunan arkeolojik materyaller, diger alanlarin
verileriyle karsilastirildiginda, Karkamis bolgesi ve Toroslar sira-
lamasinin giineyindeki Firat'n tamaminda bélgesel bir ilk Tung
| kultirinin olustugunu gostermektedir ki bu dogrudan kuzey
Uruk tabakasinin yerel kalkinmasindan ortaya ¢ikiyor.

Il. Orta Tung Caginda Zeytinli Bahce'de tamamen yeni bir yerle-
sim dizeni kuruldu. Yeni yerlesim, savunma duvarlari ve kulele-
ri olan, ilk Tuncg IV isgali ile ayni alanda duran, kuvvetlendirilmis
heybetli bir yapi kompleksinden olusuyordu. Bu “kale benzeri
yap!" dogrudan buyik bir tas platform tabani tGizerinde insa edil-
mis ve kerpi¢ duvarlar 3 metre genislige kadar korunmustur.
Kule odasinin dogu tarafinda, genis bir gecis yol, hoyugin mer-
kezine dogru gider ve muhtemelen Orta Tung kalesinin ana giri-
sini temsil eder. Bu kalede minyatir tung silahlar bulunmustur.
Tek bir ¢ift mafsalli ve silindirik boyunlu kavanoz, belirli bir tek-
nikle kaliplanmistir. Bu karakteristik kap, Orta Firat boyunca bir-
¢ok Orta Tung D6nemi bdlgesinden ve ayrica Kanis Karumunun
Il ve |b seviyelerinde benzer sekillerin gérindigi Kultepe'den
bilinmektedir. Bu seklin kendine has dzellikleri ve bdlgedeki da-
gihmi, bunun sivilarin ve muhtemelen sarabin tasinmasi igin bir
tekne olabilecegini dusiindiirmektedir. MO 2, binyilin baslangi-
cina ait metinlere gore, Karkamis bdlgesi mikemmel bir sarap
Ureticisi ve bu énemli Griintin yeniden dagitiminin ana merkeziy-
di. Bu Orta Tung Cagi binasi ani ve siddetli bir yanginla tamamen
tahrip edilmis ve tamamen ¢okmus duvarlari ve ahsap kirisleri
ile muharlenmistir, ilk Tung IV ve Orta Tung Cagi, aralarinda kisa
bir zaman araligina ragmen, daha fazla kentlesme ve merkezi-
lesme sergileyen bélgesel bir sistemle baglantih olan alanin
ikinci asamasini olusturmaktadir. Dahasl, yerlesimin sinirli bo-
yutlari ve ikinci asamadaki guclendirilmis karakter ile birlesince,
Zeytinli Bahce'nin daha once yerine getirmis oldugu 6zellikten



farkli bir fonksiyona sahip olabilecegi, Karkamis igin kiiguk bir
karakol veya uydu sitesi olarak uzun mesafe ticareti ve mal alis-
verisi doneminde fonksiyonunu yerine getirdi. Bu, Zeytinli Bahce
ve Orta Firat tarihinde daha merkezilestirilmis bir sisteme sahip
yeni bir ¢aga isaret etmektedir. Demir Caginda uzunca bir siire
kismen terk edildikten sonra, yeni bir Roma yerlesimi alt hoyu-
gin kuzeyini isgal etmistir. Daha sonra Orta Tun¢ kale Uzerine
oturtulmus Ge¢ Dogu Roma/Ortagag'da giclendiriimis kirsal
yapl kompleksi yerlesmistir. Zeytinli Bahge alani, hem uzunca
zamandir isgal edilmesinden hem de kirsal ve kugik olma-
sindan dolay! olaylarn arkeolojik arastirmalarda alisiimadik bir
bakis acisiyla kiiglik sitelerin ve yaygin/ortak niufusun davranis
ve islevindeki degisiklikleri gozlemlememizi saglamistir. Politik
glc ve karar alma mekanizmalarinin baslica merkezlerinde ol-
dugundan daha az belirgin ve algilanabilen bu degisiklikler, tim
nifusun katilimini yansittigi icin, olaylarin énemini tamamen

pameia'da yapilan kazilar, daha dnce Helenistik bolge-
lerde gorulemeyen yeni arkeolojik verileri ortaya cika-

rilmasini saglamig olup bize alan icin yeni bilimsel y&n-
temler kullanimi firsat vermistir. Her seyden énce, kapsaml bir
kazi yapmak icin vaktimiz olmadidindan, kazl alaninda jeofizik
ylzey arastirmasi gibi zemini kesfetmek icin yeni bir yontem
kullandik. Bu yontem sayesinde, birkag hafta icinde arkeolojik
yapilarin cogunun ve kentin tim planinin genel bir gérinimani
elde ettik. Boylelikle sinirli sondajlarin yapilmasi gereken stra-
tejik noktalara karar verilmis oldu. Sonuglar sasirticrydi: Duvar,
kapilar, sokaklar, meydanlar, evler bulunan Helenistik bir sehri
kesfettik. Apameia Hoylik, cok &zel bir yapidaydi ¢linki Hele-
nistik Dénem (MO 300-150) tarihinden itibaren artik yerlesme
yoktu. Bu nadir durum sayesinde, buluntular iyi korunmus bir
sekilde acija cikarildi ve Helenistik kentin plani daha kolayca



okunabildi. Kurulusun kronolojisini kesinlestirmek igin yaptigi-
miz sondajlardan sonra 6nemli bir bilimsel gercek daha ortaya
¢ikti. Kentin blyUk duvarlar, ayrintili kapilar ve organizasyonla
onemli bir yer olmasinin planlandidini tespit ettik. Ancak tama-
men insa edilmeksizin kisa stirede terk edilmisti. Baz alanlarda
insa edilmis bir sey yoktu, digerleri ise ok kisa bir gegmise sa-
hipti. Bu terk etmenin nedenleri net dedilse de Helenistik Yunan
sdmirgesinin zengin tarihinde bu strecte bir basarisizigin in-
celenmesi itk kez gergeklestirilmis oldu. Son olarak, sitenin son
dizisi Nekropolden olugmaktadir: adirlikli olarak kaya seklindeki
bir Helenistik ve Dogu Roma Nekropoll olup, farkli arkeolojik
eserlere 1sik tutma ve fosillesme siirecini analiz etme firsati ver-

oma Imparatorlugu'nun 395 yilinda ikiye ayrilmasindan
sonra Dogu Roma imparatorlugu sinirlan icinde yer alan

Urfa, Hz. Omer zamaninda 639 yilinda fethedildi. Emeviler
ve daha sonra Abbasilerin hakimiyeti altina girerek bir middet
Mervanilerin yonetiminde kaldiktan sonra yeniden Dogu Roma
imparatorlugu’nun eline gecti.

1066 yilindan itibaren Tirk akinlanyla karsilasan sehir 1070 yi-
linda Sultan Alparslan tarafindan kusatilsa da alinamadi. Blytik
Selcuklu Sultani Meliksah'in emirlerinden Bozan, 1087 yilinda
sultanin emriyle Urfa'yr fethederek Tirk hakimiyeti altina aldi.
Fakat Bozan'in 1094 yiinda Tutus ile yaptdi micadelede hayati-
ni kaybetmesiyle Suriye Selcuklularinin hakimiyetine giren sehir,
Tutus tarafindan Ermeni Thoros'a idare edilmesi igin verildi. Ancak
Thoros, Tutus'un 6limunden sonra sehre el koyarak yonetmeye
baslad.

Urfa, Birinci Hagli Seferi esnasinda Tirklere karsl Haglilarin bol-
geye davet edilmesiyle birlikte onlarin kontrold altina girdi ve Ba-
udouin de Boulogne tarafindan 10 Mart 1098'te Urfa Hacli Kont-
lugu kuruldu. Baudouin, bu sekilde Anadolu'da itk Hagli Devletini
olustururken Ermeni Thoros'u bertaraf etmekten cekinmedi.
Baudouin de Boulogne zamaninda (1098-1100) Musul Valisi Kir-
boda 3 hafta stireyle (4-25 Mayis 1098) Urfa'yl kusatsa da mis-
tahkem surlar sebebiyle sehri ele gegiremedi. Kont Baudouin du

Bourg déneminde (1100-1118) Urfa ve Antakya Hacllan birlikte
Turk-islam diinyasini hedef aldi ve yapilan Harran Savas’nda (7
Mayis 1104) Artuklu EmTri Sokmen ve Musul Valisi Cokurmis
komutasindaki birlikler Hagblan agir yenilgiye ugratt. Bunun
sonucunda Baudouin du Bourg, Turklere esir diserken Hagllar
doguya dogru ilerleme Umidini kaybetti. Ayni zamanda bu yenilgi
Urfa Hagli Kontlugu'nun 1104-1108 yillari arasinda Antakya Hacli
Devleti tarafindan idare edilmesine yol acti. Bu stirecte Urfa 1104
ve 1105 yillarinda iki defa Tark Beyi Cokirmus, 1106 yiinda da
Anadolu Selguklu Sultani 1. Kilig Arslan tarafindan kusatildi fakat
ele gegirilemedi.

1108 yilinda Cavli tarafindan serbest birakilan Kont Baudouin du
Bourg, 1110 yilindan itibaren 3 yil Musul Valisi Mevdld'un, 1114

yilinda da Aksungur el- Porsukinin Urfa'yi hedef alan harekét

ile karsilast. Nitekim sehir Kont II. Joscelin de Courtenay (1131-
1144) doneminde 24 Aralik 1144 tarihinde Musul ve Haleb hakimi
imadeddin Zengi tarafindan ele gecirilerek buradaki Hacl Kontlu-
gu'na son verildi. Bdylece Anadolu'da ilk kurulan Urfa Hagh Kont-
lugu ayni zamanda ilk yikilan kontluk olarak kayitlara gecti.

Urfa'nin zabti haberi Tirk-islam diinyasini sevince bogarken Av-
rupa ve Dogu'daki Hagli Devletleri icin cok agir bir darbe oldu. Bu

nedenle Avrupa, Urfa'nin kayh {izerine Tirk-islam dinyasina yo-

nelik Ikinci Hacli Seferi'ni baglatti fakat bu sefer bagansiz oldu 1

Kuzeyinde
Anaz HoylgU, Sultantepe (Huzurina) ve Edessa (Sanliurfa) Kenti
bulunur. Giineydogusunda Suayip Sehri ve Sogmatar, dogusun-
da Ceylanpinar (Rasulayn), kuzeybatisinda Viransehir (Kontanti-
napolis) bulunmaktadir.

Stimer, Akkad, Eski Asur, Babil, Hurri, Hitit, Yeni Asur, Yeni Babil,
Med, Pers, Helenistik, Roma, Dodu Roma, Emeviler, Abbasiler,
Hamdaniler, Numeyriler (1059), Selcuklular (1086), Zengiler
ve Eyyubiler (1182) gibi uygarliklarin yerlesmesine sahne olan
Harran 1260 yili baglarinda Mogol Hikiimdar Hulagu tarafindan
isgal edilir. 1272'de ise Mogollar kenti timiyle yakip yikarak,
halkini ve zenginliklerini Mardin ve Musul'a gétirir.

Harran tarih boyunca iki kez bagkent olmus onemli bir yerlesim
merkezidir:

-Yeni Asur Kraligr'nin bagkenti

-Emeviler'in bagkenti

-Cezire boélgesinde Diyar-1 Mudar'in ise'merkez sehridir.

Mevcut arkeolojik veriler isi§inda Harran'in tarihi MO 6. bine ka-
dar uzanmaktadir. Ebla (MO 24) ve Mari (MO 2. binin ilk yaris))



metinlerinde ve Eski Babit Dénemi, Hitit (Bogazkdy), Orta Asur
ve Orta Babil Dénemi, Yeni Asur Donemi, Kiltepe ve Maride
bulunan belgelerde bahsedilen Harran'in adi (Ha-ra-an, Ha-ra-
nim, Har-ra-na v.b.) yaklasik 4400 yildan beri dedismeden gii-
nimize kadar gelmistir. Harran'in ad, Klasik Dénem'de Yunan-
ca Karrai, Karra ve Kharran, Karras, Karrais; Latince'de Charrae,
Charra, Carrha, Carrhae, Carrai, Carris, Carrhas, Kharr, Karrenon
olarak adlandiritmistir. Ortagag islam yazarlarninin eserterinde
ise kentin adlan Harran ve Harraniyye olarak gegmektedir.

Sehrin isminin Arapga'daki sicaklik anlamindaki Harre kelime-
sinden geldigi belirtili. Harran'a, Hz ibrahim'in amcast ve Hz
Lut'un babasi “Haran” tarafindan inga edildiginden dolayi bu ad
verildigi ileri strdlir. Harran adinin Asur ve Kalde dilinde “yol"
anlamina geldigi ifade edilir.

Harran'da Sin Tapinagr'nin bulunmasi tarih ¢adlar boyunca bu
kentin kutsal olarak gériilmesini saglamuistir. Kralliklar arasin-
da yapilan bariglarda, Harran'in Ay Tanrisi Sin sahit tutulmustur.
Bolgeye gelen krallar, imparatorlar mutlaka bu tapinad ziyaret
etmistir. Kutsal kitaplarda Hz. ibrahim'in Harran'da ikamet etti-
ginden bahsedilmesi bu kenti hosgériintin merkezine tagimistir.

Harranli ylzlerce bilim insaninin varligi tespit edilmistir. Bunlarin -
¢ogu Harran, Bagdat, Rakka ve Halep'de egitim gérmis ve ders
vermistir. Astronom-filozof ve gevirmen Sabit bin Kurra; astro-
nom el-Battani; din bilgini Seyh-iil islam ibni Teymiyye; hadisci

Kubbeli Evler ziyaretcilerin gbrebildikleri kalintilardandir. Bun-
larin yaninda arkeolojik kazi galismalar neticesinde meydana
cikarlan Cargl Hamami, Dogu Garsisi, Tonozlu Yol Carsisi, Sa-
dirvanlt Avlu, Miskgi Dikkani ve Saray Hamami goriilecek diger
eserlerdir. Yapilmakta olan kazi calismalarinda Ay Tanrisi Sin'in
Tapinagl, medreseler, kilise, Mervan'in Sarayi ve sehre ait diger
kalintilarin da ¢ikarilimast mimkundar.

Sehir Suru

Harran sehrini bir hendekle birlikte ¢epegevre saran sehir sur-
lan elips seklinde 1260x1000 metre ebadindadir. Yaklasik 4 km
uzunlugundaki surun beden duvari 1,5-3 metre kalinhdindadir.
Sur duvari orjinalinde 10 metre yiksekliginde olmaliydi. Antik
kaynaklardan Yeni Babil, Helenistik, Roma ve Dogu Roma do-
nemlerine ait kalesi oldugu bilinmektedir. Fakat, ginimiizde
gbrilebilen sur kalintilar Ortagag'a aittir. Surda gorilebilen kapi
sayisi altidir. Bunlar Anadolu Kapisi, Aslanli Kapl, Bagdat Kapis,
Musul Kapisi, Rakka Kapisi, Halep Kapisi'dir. Diizenli araliklara
sahip 187 adet kare destek ¢ikintisinin oldugu belirtilir. Bunlann
bir kismi ginimiizde de gériilebilir. Halep Kapisi Uzerindeki ya-
zit 1192 yilina aittir.

Sur duvarinin her iki yz{i kesme blok tas, icleri kaba yontulu
tas ve moloz tas dolguludur. Sehir suru kazilarinda tarafimizdan
devsirme olarak kullanilan Roma Dénemi'ne ait mimari par¢a-
lar, kabartma ve Suryanice yazilt heykel parcasina rastlanilds.

Surlarin diginda yer alan ve giniimizde toprakla dolmus olan
hendegin eskiden Cullap Cayr'ndan saglanan su ile dolu oldugu



bilinmektedir. Sehrin gineydogu kosesinde kesintiye ugrayan
surlarin yerini ickale tamamlamaktadir. Harran surlari yikilmis
olmasina ragmen, batida tamamen diger yonlerde kismen izle-
nebilmektedir. Sur kapilarindan sadece Halep Kapisi ayakta dur-
maktadir. 2012-2013 yillarinda yapilan kazi ¢calismalarinda sehir
surunun bati b6lumu tamamen meydana ¢karilip, restorasyon
calismalari tamamlandiktan sonra ziyaretginin sehir surunu go-
rebilmesi saglanmistir.

ickale, kentin giineydodusunda, 130x90 metre ebadindadir. Ké-
selerinde ¢cokgen kuleleri (11 kenarly) yer alir. Dis duvarlari yak-
lasik 3 metre kalinligindadrr. Etrafi bir hendekle cevrilidir. ickale
tic katlidir ve yiiksekligi 25 metre kadardir. Bu haliyle kent su-
rundan ayri gorinimdedir.

ickalenin duvarlarinda diizgiin kesme tas, bazi bélumlerde to-
nozlarda ve kemerlerde tudla kullanilmistir, Katlarda galeriler,
salonlar ve odalar bulunur. Galerilerde yay ve okun kullanildig
mazgal pencereleri mevcuttur. ikinci katta bir mescit, giineyinde
bir hamam yer alrr.

ibn Seddad, Ibn el Verag ve Dimagki, anilan kalenin nceleri -
Sabiilerin tapinaklarindan biri oldugunu belirtmiglerdir. 1081'de
Nimeyriler adina sehrin valisi olan Yahya b. El—Satf tarafindan
Sabiilerin tapinad yiktirilir. Zengiler ddneminde baslayan sarayin

Cennet ve Cuma Cami adlariyla anilan Harran Ulu Cami kentin
merkezinde yer alir. Dogu kapisi, mihrabi, avlu kapisi, sadirva-
ni ve minaresi iyi durumdadir. Harran Ulu Cami, c¢ati ile ortull
transept planli camiler gurubuna girmektedir. Avlu ve ibadet
yeri olmak uzere iki mekandan olusur. Mihraba paralel dort nefli
(sahin) olup, avlu giris ekseninde doért sahini, dikine kesen bir
transepte sahiptir. Harime 21 kapi, avluya ise doért kapi agilir. Re-
vaklarla kusatilan avlunun merkezinde sadirvan bulunur. Tas-
tan yapilan kare minaresinin st kismi tugladandir. 3A,49 metre
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yiksekligindeki minaresi ahsap merdivenlidir. Minare, temelden
23,82 metre kadar diizgin kesilmis tas, bunun tsti 10,67 metre
yuksekliginde tugla oraludar.

ibn Seddad, 639'da Harran fethedildigi esnada Ay Tapinag’nin
bulundugu yere bir cami yapildi§indan bahseder. Cami Il Mervan
tarafindan biiylk oranda yenilenir. Plan olarak VIiLylzyll Eme-
vi camilerine benzemesi ve kare planli minaresi bu donemden
glnimize kaldigi kabul edilmektedir. Bazi bilim insanlan ise
minarenin 830 yilinda Abbasiler ddneminde insa edilmis olaca-
gini ifade eder. Ibn Seddad ve camideki yazita gére, XII. ylizyllin
ortalaninda Zengilerden Nurettin tarafindan biyiik oranda yeni-
lenerek genisletildi. Cami'nin 3. sahinindaki bir siitun basliginda
Nurettin Mahmut Zengi'nin 1174 yilinda bu camiyi restore ettirdi-
gi yaziidir. Cami'nin dogu kapisindaki Arapca yazili Melih el Adil'e
ait 1192 tarihli kitabe bulunur. Caminin 4. sahinindaki zengin tas
suislemeleri de 12.-13. ylzyla aittir.

Ulu Cami'ye avludan girisi saglayan kapilarin kemerleri avluya
dismis haldedir. Bu kemerlerde yogun sisleme gorilar. Ke-
merlerin ylzeyinde bes sira bordir bulunur. Birinci bordiirde ka-
ln bir serit seklinde kiviimli asma dallar, ikinci bordur lotus ve
yumurta dizisi, Uglincl ve dérdincl bordlr rumilerden, besinci
bordlr ise gatalli kivrik rumilerden olusur. Ayrica, avlunun bati-
sinda yan yana duran kavisli sisli mimari pargalar durmaktadir.
Rumilerden ve sisli kiviim dallarindan olusan bu mamiri par-
galarin bir kubbeye ait olabilecegi, bu kubbenin de Beyt-il Mal'a
(Hazine Dairesi) ait oldugu distnilmektedir.

2019 ve 2020 yillarinda yapilan restorasyon ve konservasyon ¢a-
igmalannda Ulu Cami'nin duvarlan saglamlagtirilarak, harime
acilan blyik kemerin her iki tarafindaki kapi kemerlerinden dort
adeti anastilosis tarzinda ayagda kaldirilirken, dogu duvarindaki
dort alinlik da restore edilmistir. Dogu duvarindaki alinliklar Ulu
Cami'nin yaklasik yUz yil 6nce ¢ekilen fotograflarinda, gravir ve
gizimlerinde de gorilmektedir. Bu galismada, minarenin tugla



bélumi saglamlastirilarak, yagmurun girmemesi igin en Uste
hafif egimle pleksi ¢ati yapilmistr.

Harran'in yazin 45 dereceye ulasan 5|ca§|ndan korunmak igin an
kovani biciminde konik kubbeli ev mimarisi olusmustur. Neo-
litik déneminden beri bu bolgede bu ev tipi (Arpacia, Tel Halaf
vb) tercih edilmistir. Ginlimizden 200 yil nce yapildigi dlistni-
len Harran'daki konik kubbeli evler, yazlari serin, kislari ise ilik
bir mekan olusturmaktadir. Bu kubbelerin tepesinde birakilan
aciklik odanin 1sik ve hava almasini saglayarak baca islevi de
gordr.

Evin ici daha ¢ok barinma amacli kullanilir. Evde, oturma ve ye-
mek odasi, hol, yatak odalar, yorgan ve yastik nigleri, mutfak,
ocak, banyo, islik, ambar, samanlik ve ahir bulunur. Bazi'odalar-
da ikili, Ggld altilya kadar kubbe gruplarinin igeride kemerlerle
birbirine baglanmasiyla genis mekanlar elde edilerek, giinlik
yasam alant olusturulmustur. Bunlardan ana oda, ailenin otur-
ma ve misafirlerinin agirlama mekani olarak kullanilir. Odadan
odaya gecis kemerli kapilarla saglanir. Her kubbeli oda digerine
kapt agikligr ile baglanir.

Harran Kentsel Arkeolojik Sit Alan’'nda 114 adet Harran evi sivil
mimarlik 6rnegi olarak tescillidir. Bunlardan dort tanesi Harran
Kiltlr Evi olarak ziyaretgilere hizmet vermektedir. Bir Harran
evi de butik otel olarak hazirlanmaktadir.

Kenti 12. ylizyilda ziyaret eden Ibn Clibeyr, burada kiiciik bir
mescit ve Seyh Hayat'in evinin bulundugunu belirtir. Caminin
kapi Ustii kitabesinde tiirbenin  Seyh Hayat'in oglu Omer tara-
findan Miladi 1196 tarihinde yapildigi yazilidir. Cami eyvanindaki
1638 yilinda tiirbeye vakifta bulunuldugdu, cami i¢ duvarindaki
kitabede ise 1755'de tamir edildigi yazilmistir. 1858 yilinda ise
cami bitisigine revakin yapildigi anlasilmaktadir. Kubbeyle orti-
L tirbede Seyh Yahya'nin (Hayat el-Harrani) sandukasi yer alir.
Altindaki cenazelikte de kabri ve 1193 tarihli sahidesi bulunur.

ENGLISH TRANSLATION



THE CITY WHERE FAITH IS
INSTITUTIONAL: EDESSA/URFA

Sanliurfa Museum Directorate

Sanliurfa, located in the Middle Euphrates Part of the Southeast
Anatolian Region, is surrounded by Mardin to the east, Diyarbakir
to the northeast, Adiyaman to the northwest, Gaziantep to the
west, and Syria to the south. As A. Ardel stated, Sanliurfa was
located at the foothill of @ mountain mass made of white lime-
stone, where the Harran Plain is inserted into the mountainous
mass in the form of a bay. The average height of the land is in
the form of undulating plains varying between 500-800 meters.
In the transportation network of the region (from southeast to the
northwest), there was a main road that followed the foothilis of
the Zagros Mountains and stretched across the Tigris and was
named “Harran Sarri” (King's Road) in the Neo-Assyrian Period.
This road follows the Tigris from Southern Mesopotamia, passes
near Mosul (Nineve), and from there to Sincar, Nusaybin (Nisibis)
and over Ras-el-Ayn to the Harran Plain, and then the Euphrates
to Karkamis. The road was divided into northwest and southwest
directions (Alexandria, Antiochos, Aleppo). Apart from the Harran
Sarri road, another important road passing through the Sanbiur-
fa region is the main road that reaches Babylon by following the
Euphrates Valley from the north. This road used to go to the north
of Mesopotamia; was starting from Babylon, reaching Hit, Ana
and Raqgqga, and was following Belih to reach to the Harran Plain.
The Euphrates River, which gives life to Sanliurfa, that has a dry
climate, is referred to as "Purattu or Mala" in cuneiform scripts,
“Euphrates” in the Classical Period, and “Al-Furat” in Arabic sourc-
es. The city's water demands were provided from the river that
merged with Cullap and is now called "Karakoyun Stream”. This
river, which was named "Daisan’ jumping, bouncing river) in Syr-
jac language and "Scirtos” in Greek, was ‘pouring into Belichas
(Belih) river, which took its source from Tel Abyaz. The data about
when and how Sanliurfa, which is one of the most significant set-
tlements in the history of humanity, was founded, does not located



on a solid historical ground. However, it is estimated that one of
the cities established (re-established) in the region by Seleukos |,
was Orhay (Urfa) (303 BC-302 BC). As stated by linguists such as
Es-Semani, Golius, Rosenmuller and Michaelis; it is considered
as a corrupted derivative of the name “Kallirrhoe” (beautiful riv-
er city), or a name derived from the Sami "Wrh" (water), Arabic
“Wariha" (plenty of waters). Another long-term name of the city is
Edessa. The city was named Edessa during the Seleucid Nikator
period, and this name is also the name of the capitals of the Se-
leucid conguerors in Macedonia. As a matter of fact, the name of
Edhessaisos in Macedonia, which now bears the name "Vodena’,
derives from the word "Voda" (water). Perhaps the abundance of
its waters and/or its location among the hills may have reminded
a nostalgic general of the city where he was born.

|.K Ktkten defined Sanliurfa as “the first Paleolithic station of
the Turkish Prehistory” as a result of his studies in and around
Sanliurfa regarding the Paleolithic Age, which was dated between
2 million and 9,800 BC. On the other hand, "Acheulan” type hand
axes and “Calactonienn” type flake tools dated back to the Lower
Paleolithic Age, which unearthed by M.J.E Guatier were found in
the Birecik/Euphrates Basin. The stone tools of “Calactoninn” and
“Levalloisi- Mousterian” discovered in Surtepe and Tilvez Mounds
around Birecik, flake tools from the Lower-Middle Paleolithic Age
and Micogienn (Upper Acheulean) type axes in Bozova district,

which were found by Kékten in 1946, are among the important

finds. In 1977, during the archaeological survey conducted for the
construction of the Atattirk Dam under the direction of Prof. Dr.
Mehmet Ozdogan, many sites on the Euphrates coastline, which
were inhabited from the Paleolithic Age to the Middle Ages, were
unearthed.

In the Mesolithic (Epipalaeolithic) Age, dated between 11,500
BC and 9,800 BC, the “tool industry” gained a technical dimension;
cumbrous weapons have been replaced by new, smaller and
lighter tools. Tiny stone tools made of obsidian, flint-like stones
called ‘microliths”, as well as the increase in the use of bone tools
are characteristics of this period. The Biris Cemetery and S6gut
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Field in Golbast Capacity of Bozova district are two significant
Epipalaeolithic Age settlements of the region. The core region
on the Fertile Crescent map of the Neolithic Period, in which the
foundations of the social and economic structure of our age were
laid, dated to 9,600-8,200 BC, was designated as the Eastern Med-
iterranean/Levant; Sanliurfa, on the other hand, has been defined
as the “country” of this region. However, Gurcutepe, Nevali Cori,
Mezraa-Teleilat, Akarcay Tepe, Karahan Tepe, and Gdbeklitepe
which is founded in 1995 by Prof. Dr. Klaus Schmidt and famous
for overturning all known/considered models/theories, “South-
east Anatolian Neolithic Culture” gained a different dimension. It
is known that Gobeklitepe, which is the gathering center of the
hunter and collector tribes and defined as the first temple area
of the world, was a unigue cult center in the Non-Pottery / AC-
eramic Neolithic Period and made serious contributions to the
clarification of the photograph related to the human history. Ex-
cavation held by Prof. Dr. Harald Hauptmann at Nevali Gori, with
its richness of structures and finds, which are a continuation of
the tradition and spiritual heritage of Gébeklitepe, it has proven
that the Anatolian peninsula is not only a bridge but also an im-
portant living space of the Neolithic lifestyle. In addition to the use
of stone tools, the production of painted decorated pottery (Chal-
colithic Period, in which Halaf and Obeyd ceramics became wide-
spread) has been dated to between 6,000 BC and 3,100 BC. In this
period; In the Urfa region, the settlement concentrated, the social
division of the labor force became clear, the transformation of the
social structure accelerated with the emergence of the amount
of surplus product/surplus value, the foundations of developed
villages and towns were laid, and the pottery wheel taken from
Syria and Mesopotamia began to be used. Mining is one of the
main development variables in the production economy. Copper/
arsenic and copper/tin (pronze) alloys were needed to make du-
rable weapons and more elegant ornaments. With the supply of
such mines from distant places and the invention of writing in the
4th millennium BC, isolated villages and societies met with differ-
ent cultural views. As a result of this interaction, human societies



were better organized, started to use bronze mine, and thus the
first Bronze Age was started. ,

In the 3rd millennium BC, there were city-state settlements in
Asia Minor. In the archive uncovered in Ebla, an important trade
center near Aleppo in Northern Syria, it is stated that Harran was
ruled by a queen named "Zugalum”. After the Semitic Akkads,
which was the first community of the history, gained strength in a
short time, Urfa/Harran was taken under the rule of Sargon of
Akkad. After the destruction of the 3rd Ur Dynasty at the begin-
ning of the 2nd millenniurn BC, which is defined as the “Assyrian
Trade Colonies Period”, Anatolia met with the writing and concen-
trated trade activities were provided through many rivers, espe-
cially the Euphrates. In the first half of the 2nd millennium BC, the
names of Harran and its king Astidakim are mentioned in the ar-
chive of the Assyrian king Samsi-Adad located in Mari (Tell Hariri),
a commercial center in Northern Syria. 20 minor kingdoms and
250 place names dated back to the second half of the Znd millen-
nium BC, were identified on the tablets unearthed in Alalah on the
Mari and Amik Plain. During this period, the Hurrian and Amurtu
populations were dominant in the region, whereas then the Mi-
tanni, an Indian/Aryan tribe who came to the region from the east
of the Euphrates, became the dominant factor. However, for most
of the 2nd millennium BC, there were generally three main pow-
ers in the region: the Hittite State in the north, the Mitanni-Hani-
galbat State of Northern Mesopotamia, and the Kingdom of Egypt
in the south. Towards the end of the 2nd millennium BC, the re-
gion turned into an arena of power between the Early Hittite, As-
syrian and Mitanni and with the 1. and II. Syrian War, the political
power of the Mitanni in the region decreased. During the reign of
Sattura |, king of Mitanni, the influence of Hittite domination-nar-
rowed. The discovery of the iron mine caused radical changes in
war technotogy, and this transformation ended the."Bronze Age
Culture” in Anatolia as well as in the whole region. In this period, .
which is called as the Iron Age, the weakening of the power of the
Great Hittite Kingdom in 1200 BC and the invasion of the Ar-
ameans caused the Assyrian-Aramaic struggle in the region. The



Arameans lived a bright period in a large part of the Euphrates in
the 10th century BC and established the Bit Adini Kingdom in this
century. However, as a result of the Assyrian Empire’s resur-
gence, the wars of revenge against the Arameans began during
the reign of the emperor Ashur-1l Dan (932 BC - 913 BC). In the
period of Adad Nirari (911 BC - 891 BC), it was especially concen-
trated in the Hanibalgat (Urfa) region. In 614 BC, the Medes, who
became stronger in the Iranian geography, formed an alliance
with the Babylonians who dominated Northern Mesopotamia
and captured Nineveh, the capital of the Assyrians. The Assyrians,
who fled to the northwest, declared Harran as their new capital.
However, the life of this new Assyrian state that was established
did not last long; In 609 BC, the mighty Assyrian Empire gave its
last breath in Harran. Thus, the Babylonian Kingdom became the
new ruler of the Mesopotamia. In this pericd, as a result of the
assassination of Labasi-Marduk (559 BC - 556 BC), Nabonidus sat
on the throne of the kingdom. Nabonidus, a religious king, paid
special attention to Harran due to his belief in the Moon God Sin,
and upon the dream he had, the Temple of Sin, whose Sumerian
name was E-Hul Hul (the first restoration was by Salmanassar,
the king of Assyria; the second restoration was by Ashurbanibal)
was restored for the third time. Urfa/Harran Region was left to
Ugbaru (Gobryas) after the Persian king Kyros destroyed the Bab-
ylonian Kingdom from the stage of the history in 539 BC, and the
Urfa/Harran region during the reign of the mighty Persian king
Darius | (522-486 BC) was included within the boundaries of the
Babylonian Satrap. Aramaic, which was the common language of
the region during the period of Persian domination, was accepted
as the "official language” of Anatolia. In this period, the political
power of the Persian Empire, which revitalized the region be-
tween the Euphrates and Tigris in terms of agriculture, weakened
over time. When the Macedonian King Alexander the Great de-
feated the Persian armies in 334 BC and'332 BC in the Hatay /
Isos region, the Urfa region (all of Southeastern Anatolia) came
under the rule of the Macedonians, and this case accelerated the
end of the Iron Age. After the death of Alexander the Great in 323



BC., who is known for spreading the Hellenic culture all over the
world, the tands of the kingdom were distributed among his gen-
erals, and the Mesopotarian lands, including Southeast Anatolia,
came under the rule of Seleukos Nicator (. Selevkos). Edessa
(Urfa), Karrai (Harran), Anthemusia (Suruc), Macedonian (Birecik),
Nikepforion (Rakka) settlements were re-established and re-
named during this period. This Hellenic origin kingdom ruled for
200 years in and around Urfa, which is the keystone of the trade
between Anatolia and Mesopotamia. Information about Urfa of
this period is limited. However, the name of the city was written as
“Antiochia Kallirhoe” on the coins dated to the period of IV. Antio-
chos Epiphanes (175 BC - 164 BC; the name Edessa started to be
used after IV. Antiochos, As a result of the pressure of the Per-
sians from the east and the Romans from the west, the sover-
eignty areas of the Seleucids in Upper Mesopotamia and Syria
were narrowed and the region has turmned into a kind of a "buffer
zone". This situation caused Edessa to be ruled by many small
principalities. The Arameans of Edessa, who took advantage of
the defeat of the army of Antiochos Sitedes against the Persians
between 130- 129 BC, established an independent kingdom (Os-
roene) in 132 BC. Inscriptions dating back to 165 AD in the Su-
matar {Sogmatar) Ruins, located 73 kilometers from Sanliurfa,
provide clues about the borders of the kingdom. During the reign
of Abgar X, the Persian king Sapur | threatened Antakya, which
was an important city for Rome, and the Roman Emperor . Gor-
dianus defeated the Iranian forces west of the Euphrates and end-
ed the Abgar Kingdom, which lasted for 375 years, and turned
Osroene into a Roman province with two administrators that he
appointed from the center. During this period, Edessa experi-
enced major floods in AD 201, 303 and April 413 and 667, and
many places were flooded, including the location and structure
where the current Mosaic Museum is located. During the Osroene
Kingdom, Urfa met with Christianity. It would go down in history
as the first “Christian City and Kingdom" of Mesopotamia, the “Fi-
ancee” of Jesus/Christ and a city “blessed” by him. According to
the rumor, Abgar Ukomo caught the plague and heard that Jesus
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healed the sick, and he wrote a letter to bring Jesus to Urfa and
sent his envoy named “Hannah” to deliver the letter. Being a good
painter, ‘Hannah” could not draw the portrait of Jesus Christ,
whose face was bright. Seeing this, Jesus washes his face, wipes
his face with a handkerchief and gives the handkerchief to Han-
nah. According to St. Addai’s narration, King Abgar wiped his face
with this handkerchief, regained his health and after that the
handkerchief placed in a niche at the entrance of the city. With the
cultural influences of the Hellenistic Period, Sanliurfa on the one
hand turned into a Roman city with its hippodrome, architecture,
theater, necropolis areas, inscriptions and Greek inscriptions on
the coins and on the other hand, the oriental clothing style in the
mosaics and statues with the Persian influence, the “City” defined
as “The Daughter of the Persians, The City of the Persians’. In the
4th century AD, the attitude of the Roman Emperor Diocletian and
Julianus towards Christianity changed; this situation also affected
Edessa and many monasteries and paganist temples were de-
stroyed during this period. Sanliurfa, until the arrival of the Islamic
armies, which headed towards Syria and Irag with firm steps
from the south, in 639 AD, the city experienced a period of unrest
that will be remembered with Persian attacks, Christian Sectarian
Wars (Melkits, Monophysites, etc.) and Heretic faith struggles. In
the 7th century AD, the Fertile Crescent began to meet the reli-
gion of Islam. A new era would begin in the region where a great
civilization, literature and architecture had begun to sprout. In the
period when Hz. Omar was the caliph, lyad B. Ghanem was
brought to the command of the armies of Damascus and was
sent to the Al Jazeera region for the conquest in 639 AD. In re-
sponse to the desire of lyad B. Ganem, who came to the Harran
region via Ragga in August, to conquer the city, the people of
Harran stipulated that the Islamic armies should come to an
agreement with the people of Sanliurfa by saying, “We will accept
the same conditions under whatever conditions the people of
Edessa (Sanlurfa) to make peace’. After this precondition, lyad B.
Ganem turns his army towards Edessa and demands the city to
be handed over to him. Although a small group tried to resist the



armies of Islam, they could not succeed and handed over the city
to lyad B. Ganem. Arab statesmen divided Upper Mesopotamia
into three parts as Diyar-1 Mudar, Diyar-i Rabia and Diyar-i Bekr
according to the tribes. The center of Diyar-1 Mudar (Al Jazeera) is
"Harran, and its other important cities are Urfa, Surug and Raqga.
Later, the Caliph Osman Al Jazeera, gives the administration of
Homs and Kinnesrin to Hz. Muawiya and appoints him as a gov-
ernor. With the assassination of Hz. Ali in 661 AD, under the lead-
ership of Muaviye, an Umayyad state was established (661 AD -
750 AD) and the dominance of Diyar-1 Mudar (Al Jazeera) passed
to the Umayyads. The most significant event of this period is that
the Umayyad Caliph Marwan I, moved the center of the caliphate
from Damascus to Harran during his reign (AD 744 - AD 750).
During the reign of Marwan Il, Harran Ulu Mosque (Cami‘Ul
Firdevs) was restored, water channels were opened in the region
and agriculture and trade were developed. Al Jazeera Region,
which lived its golden time in the Marwan |l period, would go
down in history as the region that paid the most taxes. Shaken
as a result of the Abbasid uprising in the east, the Umayyads de-
feated the Abbasid and Umayyad armies in the war on the shores
of the Great Zap River (750 AD) with the armies led by Marwan
Il and captured the most of Iran and Mesopotamia. During the
Abbasid authority (AD 750 - AD990), great pressures were applied
to the Umayyad people in Sanliurfa, and these pressures came to
an end when Caliph Harun Resid took the lead. During this peri-
od, outstanding buildings were built in terms of civil architecture
and Sanlurfa turned into a cultural city. Sanliurfa, which lived a
quiet period by means of the fair administration of Caliph Harun
Resid, witnessed throne struggles between the sons of Caliph
Harun Resid, beginning from 809 AD. Benefiting from this inter-
nal disturbance, the Byzantines took Urfa under their rule in 1037
AD, repaired the city walls, castles and made the.city more shel-

tered. With the “Great Seljuk Period’, the expeditions to Anatolia

increased, and with the Manzikert Victory of Alparslan in 1071 AD,
it became easier for Anatolia, and therefore for Urfa, to fall into
the hands of the Seljuks. Upon the death of Sultan Alparslan in



1072 AD, Meliksah ascended the throne. Sultan Suleyman Shah
and his brother Mansur, who rebelled against Sultan Alparslan,
stay in the Urfa region. Moving to take the city of Aleppo, Meliksah
assigned one of his commanders, Bozan, to conquer Urfa. he
ongoing war between the two Muslim forces turned in his favor
when Meliksah came to Urfa during the war. Suleyman Shah,
who defended Urfa and its environs, dies in the war and is buried
in a place called the “Turkish Grave" on the Syrian border today.
Meliksah gave the governorship of Urfa and Haran to Bozan, and
inns, mosques and madrasas were opened during the Bozan
period (1087 AD), and the “Harran University”, where the famous
Turkish scholar Farabi took lessons, was developed during this
period. In the face of increasing Muslim-Turkish expeditions in
the region, Count Baudouin took the city of Urfa under his protec-
tion during the Crusades organized at the request of Byzantium
and established the Crusader County of Urfa in 1098 AD. After 46
years of crusader rule, this county, which was destabilized by the
throne fights, was captured by Mosul Atabeyi Imameddin Zengi
in 1144 AD. After imameddin Zengi's death in 1182 AD, Sanliur-
fa remained within the borders of the Ayyubid State founded by
Commander Selahattin Eyyubi. Although Sanliurfa joined the Sel-
juk lands in order to ensure political unity during the reign of the
Anatolian Seljuk Ruler, Sileyman Shah i, the city was taken back
during the Ayyubid Pericd. Urfa, which was frequently subjected
to heavy taxes and plunder by the Mongols in 1251 AD and the
following years, after the collapse of the Anatolian Seljuks in AD
1318, a Turkmen Bey and his sons, Salim Bey, began to gain in-
fluence in Urfa. In January 1334 AD, Urfa from Ceylanpinar to the
Urfa Region was dominated by Timur Mardin. Karayulik Osman
* Bey, who was included in the Ankara War by Timur, established
the Akkoyunlu State in the Diyarbakir Region, which was given
to him in return for the war, in 1403 AD, and included Sanliurfa
within the borders of this state. After that, after the Safavid Em-
pire gained power in Iran, Akkoyunlus lost power in the region
and the collapse process accelerated. in 1514 AD, during the reign
of Sultan Murad, who succeeded Sultan Elvend after his death,



Sanlurfa came under Safavid rule and the administration of the
city was left to the Kagars. With the defeat of the armies of Shah
Ismail by the Gttoman Sultan Yavuz Sultan Selimin 1517 AD, the
long-lasting political instability in Sanliurfa came to an end and
the Ottoman domination, which would last for 4 centuries began
in 1517 AD. Sanliurfa, which came under the rule of the Ottomans,
was primarily connected to the Diyarbakir Province, and the cul-
tural and economic life gained a serious momentum. In the city,
where the traces of Cttoman architecture are clearly seen, there
has been a significant increase in places used for social purposes
such as mosques, lodges, tombs, churches, madrasas, libraries,
inns, baths, shops, covered bazaars, pavilions, and soup kitchens.

On October 30, 1918 when the Armistice of Mudros was
signed, Urfa, which had an independent sanjak title, was occupied
first by the British on March 7, 1919, and then by the French. in the
face of this occupation, the citizens of Urfa, who were armed with
their own means in February 1920, organized the local people on
behalf of the Kuva-y1 Milliye under the leadership of Gendarme
Commander Ali Saip (Ursavas). The success achieved against the
French occupation ends with the occupation forces evacuating
the city on April 11, 1920. Urfa, which received the title of “Sanli” in
1984 due to its outstanding efforts in the War of Independence, is
now named “Sanliurfa” and received the medal of independence it
deserves on April 11, 2016.

PALEOLITHIC AGE
33 MILLION - 11500 BP

During the Palaeolithic Period, bands of humans survived by
hunting and by gathering wild plants, roots, fruits, and other edible
foods at hand. The start of the Palaeclithic Period can be traced
back to the first palaeolithic tools, discovered in Africa.and dating
back 2.6 million years. This important era spanned an extremely
long duration during which almost no fundamental changes in
the lifestyles of humans occured but saw the emergence of the
first tools and cultural activities.
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Palaeolithic humans generally shelterd in caves or under rock
cropings, or when not available, in temporary outdoor shelters
made of light materials such as reeds, canes, and the pelts of
hunted animals.

The Lower Palaeolithic Period is the longest subdivision of the
Palaeolithic Period and is marked by the use of single type tools
for general purposes. As such, peeble and flintstone tools, the lat-
ter referred to as Acheulean type hand axes, were widely used on
a vast geographical scale that spanned Africa, Asia, and Europe.

This was followed by the Middle Palaeolithic Period, which
spanned a period of 60,000 years and saw the shift to specialized
tools for specific purposes, unlike the Lower Palaelolithic Peri-
od's use of single type tools for general purposes. Specific to this
period, arrowheads and spear tips played a vtial role in the de-
velopment of hunting techniques. The Middle Palaeolithic Period
saw a fundamental change in the diet of humans as they start-
ed cooking their game using fire. The burial of the dead, burial
presents, and simple ornamental jewelry were innovations first
encountered during this period.

The Upper Palaeolithic Period, which started 60,000 years ago,
is a period during which humankind expanded into nearly every
corner of the world. The diversification and the emergence of re-
gion-specific Upper Palaeolithic Period tools was mirrored by the
use of various harpoons and fishing hooks, which showed that
aquatic animals were also started to be included in the human
diet. Various cave paintings, reliefs, and figurines from the Upper
Palaeolithic Period are proof of the rise of abstract thinking capa-
bilities, and above that, the existence of specialized artisans.

The Upper Palaeclithic Period saw climate belts migrate
throughout the globe, resulting in the natural environment of
the last Palaelolithic Period, the Epi-Palaelolithic Period change.
Throughout this process the Eastern Mediterranean shores and
South-East Anatolia experienced a rapid population growth
and the emergence of small communities who built small, pit-
based round huts. Eating habits diversified, cultural mosaics be-
came more defined, and new pursuits were followed during the



Epi-Palaelolithic Period, which also experienced the first signs of
the Neolithic Period in the Near East.

The oldest artifacts of the Middle Euphrates region belong-
ing to the Palaeolithic Period can be traced back to 1,100,000 BC.
Numerous sites at Sanliurfa’'s Bozova, Hilvan, Birecik and Surug
districts play an important role in the research of the Palaeolithic
Period, especially the Lower Palaeolithic Period.

PALEOLITHIC AGE IN SANLIURFA

Prof. Dr. Harun Taskiran

It has been proven by archaeological excavations and researches
that our richest region in terms of Paleolithic Stone Age finds, is
Southeastern Anatolia. It can be stated that Sanliurfa has a spe-
cial significance in the region in terms of Paleolithic Age finds.
Although it is a coincidence that the first finds from the Paleolith-
ic Age in Turkey were found in the Birecik District of Sanliurfa, it
proved years ago that the city was an important place in terms of
the Paleolithic Age. This first find was discovered in 1894 by J.E.
Gautier, in the old alluvium of the Euphrates in Birecik is a bifacial
tool; an Acheuleen handaxe. After this first find, Prof. Dr. 1. Kilig
Kokten was the first to come to the region. Kokten conducted re-
searches in the plains between Surtepe and Tilvez villages tothe
north from Birecik District in 1946 and collected various chipped
stone tools. Kokten states that the finds show Clactonian and Le-
valloiso-Mousterian features. In the same year, he also found Mi-
coquien type biface tools (hand axes) and Levalloiso-Mousterien
flake tools in the vicinity of Gélbasi, near the Bozova District of
Sanliurfa. Kokten, who came back to the region in 1959, together
with Sevket Aziz Kansu, collected bifacial tools again in Gélbas,
that they defined as Micoquien (Upper Acheuleen). It is thought
that Degirmentepe, which was unearthed during the “Southeast
Anatolian Prehistoric Studies Mixed Project” jointly conducted by
the Universities of Istanbul and Chicago in 1964 in the same envi-
ronment, is the same place as the Bozova-Gélbasi found by Kok-
ten. British researcher W. Brice, who came to the region in 1947



one year after Kokten, found Acheulean type biface tools between
Birecik-Nizip and around the Sanliurfa-Siverek road. It is also re-
ported by Kansu that cores, chipped pebbles and various flakes
were found. Two accommodation or workshop areas known as
Biris Cemetery and Willow Field in the region were discovered in
1963 during the "Southeast Anatolian Prehistoric Studies Mixed
Project” jointly carried out by the Department of Prehistory of the
Faculty of Letters of Istanbul University and the Eastern Sciences
Institute of the University of Chicago. Both places, which are close
to each other, are 2 km from Bozova District. Unfortunately, the
studies on the flint chipped stone industry collected from these
two places have not been completed. It is not known whether
these flint tools belong to the Paleclithic Age or to which period
they belong. However, the existence of a blade industry and some
microlithic fragments suggests that these two sites were used
by humans during the Epipalaeolithic period. Another important
research that proves the richness of $Sanliurfa in terms of Paleo-
lithic Age finds is the survey conducted by Mehmet Ozdogan in
the interaction area of Atatiirk Dam in 1977, within the scope of
the Lower Euphrates Project. During these researches, chipped
stone tools belonging to the Lower, Middle and Upper Paleolithic
periods and the Epipaleolithic period were collected from a total of
four findspot, namely Cekis Siras, Hasimerte Baglar, Kirli Mevkii
and Uluk Mevkii.

Recent systematic surveys have once again revealed how
rich Sanliurfa Province was in terms of the Paleolithic Age. The
first of these surveys is the “Paleolithic Age Survey” conducted
by Harun Taskiran between 1998-2000 in the interaction area of

. the Karkamis Dam, the last dam built on the Euphrates River.
" During this research, 33 Paleolithic findspots were found in the
area east of the Euphrates River from Birecik District to the Syr-
ian border. Most of the flint chipped stone tools collected from
the finds shows the technological and typelogical features of the
Lower and Middle Paleolithic Period. The bifacial tools belong-
ing to the Lower Paleolithic Period are very rich and diverse, re-
flecting the middle and upper phases of the Acheulean culture.



Levallois cores represented by various flake tools such as tips
and edge scrapers, disc-shaped cores and fine examples show
that the Middle Paleolithic Period (Mousterian Culture) was also
intensely experienced in the region. No finds that can be defini-
tively attributed to the Upper Paleolithic Period were encountered.
However, according to the finds obtained from the 4 findspots, it
is understood that the region was inhabited by people during the
Epipalaeolithic Period as well. Another research conducted in re-
cent years is the Birecik-Surug Cultural Inventory studies carried
out by Mehmet Ozdogan and his team within the scope of the
Turkish Cultural Inventory pilot region studies initiated with the
cooperation of the Ministry of Culture and the Turkish Academy of
Sciences. During these studies, many Paleolithic Age finds were
identified. The chipped stone finds exhibits the techno-typological
features of the lower, middle and Upper Paleolithic and Epipaleo-
lithic periods. As a result, Sanliurfa and its sumroundings, which
have been witnessed the intense research since 1894, when
the first finds belonging to the Paleolithic Age in Anatolia were
detected, are one of the richest provinces of Turkey in terms of
the Paleolithic Age. Sanliurfa is a city on the route where the first
humans spread to the world, where there are few finds of the
ancient world for the last stages of this period and after; as well
as the finds reflecting the different stages of the Paleolithic Age.
Especially the magnificent worship centers such as Gobeklitepe
and the settlements reflecting the early stages of the Neolithic
period such as Nevali Cori, Gurciitepe, Mezraa Teleilat, Akarcay
Tepe are the best proofs of this.

NEOLITHIC AGE
10500-6000 BC

Also known as the New Stone Age, the Neolithic Period marks
one of the most important crossroads in the history of human-
kind. Until this period, humans did not settle down and were
nomads who would survive on hunting, foraging, and fishing.
The Neolithic period saw humans shaping and controlling their

natural habitats, with permanent village settlements appearing
parallel to the cultivation of wild crops. This new lifestyle lay the
social and economical foundation that would continue to grow
and develop right into the Industrial Revolution.

Not only did humans experience a change in their subsis-
tence and habitats but they also witnessed the shaping of social
orders, faith systems, technologies, and relations between differ-
ent regions. This period, because it played such an important role
in the history of civilization, is also referred to as the “Neolithic
Revolution.”

The development of the Neolithic lifestyle can be divided into
two phases, the Pre-Pottery Neolithic and Pottery Neolithic pe-
riods. After a long development phase, a lifestyle based on focd
production, farming, and permanent village life became finally
organized during the Pottery Neolithic Period, with the sociat or-
der and layout of settlements starting to show resemblance to
current village models.

The Sanliurfa region holds a distinctive place in this most im-
portant period of civilization history that started in the Tigris and
Upper Euphrates basins, and at the shores of the Eastern Medi-
terranean. Digs in the region have unearthed some of the most
impressive and influential remains of the Neolithic period.

The beginning of the Pottery Neolithic Period heralded a nearly
complete shift to an agricultural and livestock based village life. A
characteristic development of this period is the emergence of a
new technology for preparing and storing food. Fire resistant pot-
tery, made by shaping and firing clay, allowed for the revolution-
ary preparation of soups and stews from agricultural products;
this diversification in our diet that survived into the present was
shaped during this period when crops were being grinded with
basalt stones for flour and bread production, and stews emerged.

Cookware not only served practical purposes, with painted

. specimen also serving as decorative objects.Starting with this

period, only infants were buried under the house fundaments as
separate cemeteries emerged outside settlements.
Itis believed that the daily cultivation of large herds of domestic



animals and crop fields, as a result of the establishment of farm-
ing, caused a social upheaval. Settlements shrank, special struc-
tures like temples disappeared, and emigrations believed to be
caused by this upheaval brought farming to other regions.

Farming took crops from their natural habitats and introduced
them to semi-arid areas. The establishment of imgation farming
next to waterways in semi-arid areas caused a new social order
to emerge based on surplus products.

Sanliurfa plays a key role in the development of this new life-
style and the development of Chalcolithic period cultures.

GOBEKLITEPE

The site of Gabekli Tepe lies 22 km from Sanlurfa and 25 km
northeast of Karaharabe (Orencik) village, on the highest hill of
the Germus mountain range overlooking the Harran plain.

Comprising a series of mounds and depressions, Gobekli
Tepe differs from other contemporaneous sites in that it is so far
lacking any indications for domestic dwellings or settlement. This
purely ritual site is now famous for its monumental architecture,
statues, and rich repertoire of human and animal depictions.

Gobekli Tepe dates from the Pre-Pottery Neolithic A period,
around 9600 BC, continuing into the early ’

Pre-Pottery Neolithic B, until approximately 8000 8200 BC. The
famous circular enclosures stem from the first (PPNA) phase of
the site (Level Illl) and were erected by groups of complex hunt-
er-gatherers living in the region.

Similar architectural styles are also visible at a small number
of contemporaneous sites, and some elements are still apparent
in the subsequent PPNB period (e.g. Gobekli Tepe, Level Il, and
Nevali Cori, Cult Building). ) '

However, it is the size of Gobekli Tepe which makes this site so
unique. Geophysical surveys have revealed that at least 20 circu-
lar ritual enclosures lie hidden below the surface of the mound, of
which only a fraction has so far been excavated. This underlines
the status of this site as an important regional ritual centre in the



mid-10th millennium BC.

The PPNA ritual enclosures at Gobekli Tepe are characterised
by a circular ground plan and feature monumental T-shaped
pillars set at regular intervals within their walls and adjoining
benches. At the centre of the enclosures there stand two much
taller T-shaped pillars. The pillars are interpreted as a highly
stylized representation of the human form, as confirmed by the
application to some of the pillars of low reliefs depicting human
extremities, e.g. arms and hands, as well as items of clothing, e.g.
belts, loin cloths and pendants.

The floors of the PPNA enclosures were either formed through
the careful carving and smoothing of the limestone plateau upon
which they were erected o by the addition of a so called ‘terraz-
zo floor” which was produced using burnt limestone (quicklime)
combined with water and left to harden.

Ritual buildings from the Pre-Pottery Neolithic B period
(Gobekli Tepe, Level It; and Nevali Cori, Cult Building) are usually
smaller and have a rectangular ground plan.

The rich depictions of animals, such as water birds, snakes,
scorpions, spiders, and predators adorning the T-shaped pillars
show how important a role the natural habitat played in the belief
system of the period.

The largest T-shaped pillars at Goebkli Tepe would have
reached heights up to 6 metres and weighed up to 10 tons. The
erection of these complex structures would have required a large
workforce; further, they imply an increased technological exper-
tise in the early Pre-Pottery Neolithic.

The majority of the pillars found in PPNB rectangular buildings
_were not decorated. Additionally, in this later period the pillars
* were not so numerous and generally much smaller (approx. 1.5

metres) than during the PPNA.

Notably, the ritual enclosures at Gabekli Tepe appear to have
‘been "buried” at the end of their use-life, much as we bury our hu-
man dead. Besides the pillars and reliefs found within the struc-
tures, the entrances to some of the enclosures may have been
adorned with various sized animal statues.



The limestone quarries from which stone blocks were taken
to build the enclosures at Gobekli Tepe have been identified on the
plateau adjacent to the site. Investigations in the quarries have
shed light on to how these stones were cut from the plateau at a
time in which metal tools were still unknown.

Excavations have recovered large amounts of artefacts from
the site, including many flint tools.

KARAHANTEPE

Prof. Dr. Necmi Karul

Located 55 kilometers east of downtown Sanliurfa, in the Tek Tek
National Park area, the Karahantepe settlement was discovered
during the Sanliurfa Archaeological Survey of 1997. The Tek Tek
Mountains are situated between the Harran and Viransehir plains,
with a 60-km long low plateau that reaches a height of 761 m in
the north and falls below 500 m to the south. The northern sec-
tion of the mountains forms a shallow ravine with steep slopes,
defined by small rivers with tributaries. Stepped hills formed by
horizontal limestone layers that expand from top to bottom are
found in the section where Karahantepe is situated. It seems
highly plausible that by blocking their one end by stone walls,
these valleys were used as convenient hunting grounds. '

The limestone shale surfaces provided both the building ma-

terial and the raw material for the construction of T-shaped pil-
lars in Karahantepe. The presence of limestone bedrock, which is
relatively easy to process, was obviously a determining factor in
the construction of monumental-sized structures carved into the
bedrock as well as those of large T-pillars. At Karahantepe ar-
chaeological fills cover an area of nearly 10 hectares, and extend
an additional five hectares when the quarries for the T-shaped
pillars are included. Archeological deposit commences over a
limestone hill and continue along the eastern slope, and contin-
ue on the western terrace of the opposite hill as well as on the
southern plain. Some excellent engineering went into the cutting,
carving and smoothing of the limestone surfaces, which expand
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and descend in steps towards the slope, providing an optimal set-
ting for structures.

Surface surveys and geomagnetic measurements conducted
at the Karahantepe have indicated the presence of four distinct
sectors. The first two of these are the West and East terraces (two
opposite terraces/slopes of two hills) where the upper parts of
the pillars are visible on the surface, and even round-planned
structures of different sizes defined by the arrangement of these
stones can be distinguished. The structures found carved into the
bedrock of a section of the northern quadrant of the West Terrace
will be present in some more detail in this article. While there are
no pillar-like remains visible on the surface of the third section
that is the Southern Plain, artifacts that are perhaps related to do-
mestic structures such as grinding stones, etc., have been recov-
ered. The final section is that of the Quarries where the material
for the pillars was obtained. Beds of pillars and T-shaped pillars
left in place or partially processed are seen on the terraces of the
western hill descending towards the south and west. Although
these estimations are mainly based on surface observations, they
are confirmed both by the existing topography and the bedrock
itself.

At sites such as Karahantepe, where the topography is so
rough, and the structures are built into the bedrock topography
during prehistory and the construction process sequential devel-
opment of the structures may only be understood by following
the bedrock. For example, while they comprise of different eleva-
tions and floor levels, the four subterranean structures revealed
in Karahantepe in 2019-2020 are contemporary in that three of
them make up sections of a building complex. While two of the
three structures at Karahantepe have been excavated in their en-
tirety, more than half of the third example has been excavated.
They have been named according to the order of their recovery
and dated Late PPNA and Early PPNB. -



NEVALI CORI

Nevali Cori is located north of Sanliurfa and west of Hilvan district.
Since 1992 it lies submerged beneath the waters of the Atatlrk
Dam reservoir. '

Although the site is best known for its Pre-Pottery Neolithic
period settlement (8500-8000 BC), invesigations also found evi-
ence for Roman, Early Bronze Age and Late Neolithic/Early Chal-
colithic (Halaf) occupations.

Nevali Cori represents an important phase in the development
of is well known for its is well known for its ‘channel-plan” build-
ings which also feature at other PPNB sites.

Their stone foundations are rectangular with horizontal chan-
nels at right angles to the buildings main axis; these structures
were erected at fixed, regular intervals within the settlement. At
Nevali Cori a regular residential part of the settlement can be
clearly distinguished from a separate public area.

The rectangular “cult building” discovered in the public area in
the northwest of the settlement was used throughout the PPNB
occupation at the site. The building has an interior bench along
three of its sides, interrupted at regular intervals by T-shaped pil-
lars. The floor of a wall niche, believed to have been dedicated to a
cult figure, features a so called “terrazo floor”. This floor type was-
produced using burnt limestone (quicklime) mixed with water. As
it dried the surface hardened, providing a solid and water-proof
surface.

Nevali Gori marks a continuation of the Pre-Pottery Neolithic
culture that we first encounter at Gobekli Tepe. The rich animal
depictions documented at the site are similar to those found at
Gobekli Tepe. The high quality of statues and reliefs found at Ne-
vall Cori is particularly impressive. Besides individual animal and
human depictions, there are also depictions of hybrids (bird and
hurnan or snake and human). A stone vessel features the relief of .
aturtle between two humans. They are among some of the most
beautiful finds from the Pre-Pottery Neolithic period.



SAYBURG

Sayburg, takes its name from the Sayburg neighborhood of Yo-
gunburg village of Karakopru in Sanliurfa. There is a settlement
dating to the Roman period in the north of the village and cisterns
related to this period in the southwest. The Pre-Pottery Neolithic
site is found by the Sanliurfa Archeology Museum in the spring
of 2021, upon the notification that pillars were used in the gar-
den walls of the village. A rescue excavation was started under
the direction of the museum, as a building dating to this period
was partially exposed. The northern half of the circular planned
subterranean structure that is appearing under a modern con-
crete building is completely excavated. The excavation area is ex-
tended to the east of the building, and another circular building is
found here, whose walls were raised with stones directly on the
bedrock. The building has been partially preserved as it has been
largely destroyed.

The circular structure cut into the limestone bedrock is ap-
proximately 11 m in diameter. Along the line of the wall, there is
a bench about 1 m high, carved from the bedrock. On the back of
the bench with an average width of 60-70 cm, the covering wall of
the building was seen in a small area that survived the destruc-
tion. The top of this wall was probably raised with stones.

Five related figures were found in relief carved on the lime-
stone bedrock surface on the front of the bench. The three of
them in the east consist of a human depicted from the front and
two lions on either side, which are copies of each other, facing

_the human. Both lions are depicted side view, with their mouths
" open, their teeth visible, and their tails curled up towards the body.
The lion figure in the west is @ male with a particularly depict-
ed phallus. The person holding his phallus with his right hand is
also a male representation. The other hand is placed on his belly.
The disproportion between the trunk and the leg length suggests
that he has either a physical anomaly or that he is depicted in
a sitting position. Although it is difficult to understand its stance



because it is seen from the front view, the rounded protrusions on
the upper end of the legs probably indicate the knees that come
forward while sitting. In particular, the triangular shaped necklace
or neckband slanting lines on the upper chest are characteristic
for the Neolithic human figures. The head of the figure is slightly
damaged, but a round face, large ears, bulge eyes and thick lips
are evident. On the forehead of the figure, there is a deep line cre-
ated by carving. :

To the west of the scene is another human with his back to
these figures. Just like the lions, the side view figure creates a
reciprocal scene with a bull. Human figure is a man with a phal-
lus-shaped extension on the abdomen. The legs are depicted
with their feet in a slightly squatting position. His left arm was
bent at the elbow and lifted upwards. Six fingers are seen in his
raised open hand. The right arm is kept close to the body, but
bent upwards at the elbow, while the hand is bent forward at the
wrist. He is holding an upside-down snake in his hand. The face
of the figure is facing the bull at the end of the scene. The bull is
again made side view. Although the body is sideways, the head is
depicted from above with both horns visible. Known from other
prehistoric sites, this distorted perspective must have been delib-
erately chosen to emphasize the bull's dangerous horns. Pointed

horns are made visible in the bull, as in the teeth of predatory

animals.

60 m to the south of the remains here, there is another mound
measuring 100x70 m, possibly contemporary with the one in the
north. A short-term excavation was carried out in this section
where the modern village was destroyed. Five structures built
adjacent to each other and the spaces between them were ex-

cavated. The buildings here are probably among the early exam-.

ples of quadrilateral structures. The most distinctive feature of the
architecture is the buttresses built together with the walls. It is

estimated that both settlements are dated to the beginning of the’

Pottery Neolithic Period B.
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SEFERTEPE

-The site Sefertepe is located approximately 72 km east of
Sanlurfa and 25 km west of Viransehir district, between the bor-
ders of Eskikale and Kirball districts. The site was first identified in
2003 and registered as a second grade archeological site. Archae-
ological excavation and conservation works at Sefertepe, which
is dated to the Pre-Pottery Neolithic Period, began in 2021 with
the permission of the General Directorate of Cultural Heritage and
Museums, Turkish Ministry of Culture and Tourism, under the
direction of Sanliurfa Museum and under the scientific consul-
tancy of Emre Glldogan, Associate Professor, Istanbul University,
Turkey. The site faces Viransehir plains in the north and the east,
and the Tektek Mountains in the west and southwest. The nearest
natural water source of this mound is the Upper Circip stream.
The site is located approximately 20 km from Karahan Tepe and
50 km from Gobeklitepe, respectively two prominent Pre-Pottery
Neolithic centers in the region. In the previous archaeological
surveys, several in situ “T-shaped” pillars were reported from Se-
fertepe. General characteristics of the site and the chipped stone
industries found on its surface exhibited similarities with the find-
ings of other Pre-Pottery Neolithic sites such as Gobeklitepe, Kar-
ahantepe, Nevali Cori and Harbetsuvan Tepe in the Urfa region.

From the uppermost cultural layer unearthed by the very first
excavation season, Sefertepe exhibited an architectural plan be-
longing to the early phase of the PPNB. Among the architectural
complexes unearthed during the 2021 excavations there were
buildings with rectangular plan, with approximately 8-10 rows
of neatly laid stone walls. Among these building complexes,
a T-shaped pillar and 5 stone obelisks were unearthed, which
were positioned in the north-south or east-west direction. The
T-shaped pillar was unearthed in a rectangular space within the
building complex, measured 1.84 m in total length. The horizontal
head of the “T-shaped” pillar is 74 cm long and 83 cm wide, while
the tail is 1.10 m long and 54 cm wide. Geometric reliefs were



observed at the top and bottom of the east-facing face of the ver-
tical part of the "T-shaped” pillar. Various examples of reliefs and
decorations (which were thought to be the reliefs of geometric
motifs and animal images) were also observed on the broken and
complete stone pillars unearthed from other building complex-
es at the site. Two different terrazzo renovation floors and a wall .
supported by the buttresses on the eastern side were observed
in the building with the large “T-shaped” pillar. Just northwest of
this building, another building revealed a stone pillar placed on
a stone paved floor. Among the various other finds from the ar-
chitectural complexes, large broken grinding stones randomly
placed in some buildings and examples of two rows of benches
in one building are mentionable.

A rich assemblage of chipped stone finds was unearthed
from Sefertepe. While most of these artifacts were made of flint,
there were also a small number of chipped stone finds made
from obsidian. Among the finds, various types of flakes, blades,
cores, retouched cores as well as scrapers, points, burins and ar-
rowheads were noticeable. Although not as rich as the chipped
stone industry, the ground stone industry presented various kinds
of artifacts including mortars, pestles, worked stones, polished
stones, chisels and flat axes —which were found in complete and
broken forms. Among the bone tool technology and bone indus-
try, artifacts such as awls, needles, and perforated bone beads
were noticeable. .

The primary zooarchaeological observation revealed the pres-
ence of diverse faunal remains at the site. So far, deer (Cervus
elaphus); cattle (Bos sp.), sheep (QOvis sp.), goat (Capra sp.), gazelle
(Gazella sp.). horse (Equus sp.), donkey (Equus sp.), pig (Sus scro-
fa) and hare (Lepus sp.) were among the identified mammalian.
species from the faunal assemblage.

Among the small finds of symbolic importance and person-
al items found at Sefertepe, particularly stone and bone beads,
bracelet fragments, ring fragments as well as worked stone ob-
jects in various forms and shapes were particularly noticeable.
In particular, within the identified bead groups there were items



made of different raw materials (e.g., stone and bone), made
in different forms (e.g., round and rectangular), differing in the
number of holes on them as well as presenting a rich variety of
colors. Stone and marble bracelets and rings comprised another
important fraction in the small finds group, found in large num-
bers, mostly in broken condition; also presented a rich variety in
terms of the raw materials and colors. A number of other itemns
of symbolic importance include a miniature T-shaped stele, a
stone object with an unfinished human face, and a broken animal
head figurine.

The primary objective of the archaeological excavations was
to understand the cultural history at Sefertepe, while at the same
time examining and evaluating the similarities and relationships
of this important settlement with other Neolithic sites in the re-
gion, particutarly in terms of development in architecture and
material culture.

MEZRAA-TELEILAT

Mezraa-Teleilat is located 7 km south of Birecik district (Sanliurfa
province) within the borders of the town of Mezraa, on the eastern
side of a plateau bordering the Euphrates River.

Mezraa-Teleilat was an important settlement in periods when
the Euphrates ran close to the site. However, the river was prone
to change its course, often shifting to a bed further away from
the site. At times when the river was too distant the settlemnent
appears to have lost some of its significance. Mezraa-Teleilat was
finally abandoned due to massive river floods.

The settlement was founded during the Pre-Pottery Neolithic,
at around 8000 BC, and shows an uninterrupted occupation span-
ning some 2500 years, up to the Late Neolithic/Early Chalcolithic
(Halaf culture).

Mezraa-Teleilat has contributed greatly to our knowledge of
the transitional period between the Pre-Pottery Neolithic and Pot-
tery Neolithic. One of the most intriguing architectural features
from this period is a defensive wall erected on the Euphrates



riverside. Important and distinctive transitional period finds in-
clude small statues of seated males made of limestone.

Following on from the advanced stone architecture of the
Pre-Pottery Neolithic, the simple huts of the transitional period
could be indicative of some form of social upheaval at the site.
The Pottery Neolithic again saw the construction of buildings
with stone foundations, multiple roorms and adobe walls; period
settlements consisted of neighborhoods and open spaces sep-
arated from one another by irregular roads. Initially quite crude
pottery was replaced by a richer and more varied assemblage
that included vessels with painted decorations. The pottery from
this period is suggestive of cultural relations between the Tigris
region and the Mediterranean Basin.

The settlement ceased to exist at the end of the Halaf period
due to devastating Euphrates floods.

AKARCAY TEPE

Akarcay Tepe is located to the south of Birecik district (Sanlurfa
province) in direct proximity to, and partially beneath, the epony-
mous village of Akarcay to its east.

The vicinity of the mound, which comprises two low mounds,
is abundant with flint sources and limestone formations. These
would have provided the inhabitants of this Neolithic settlement
with all important raw materials.

The settlement was founded during the Pre-Pottery Neolithic
Period, at around 8000 BC. It shows an uninterrupted settlement
sequence lasting until the middle of Pottery Neolithic period in the
mid-7th millennium BC.

Due to its well preserved structures Akargay Tepe has provid-
ed important insights into architectural developments during its
settlement sequence. Further, the increased reliance by its pop-
ulation on domesticated plants and animals, and related implica-
tions for human lifeways and diet, have been closely documented.

The Pre-Pottery Neolithic settlement features some
well-preserved examples of “grill-planned buildings”, as well as
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“single-roomed” and ‘multi-roomed” buildings; the structures
themselves are surrounded by activity zones which were used for
various functions.

Akarcay Tepe is located in the Middle Euphrates region on an
important raw material (obsidian) thoroughfare. Knowledge and
innovations, ranging from tool manufacturing techniques to ag-
riculture, would undoubtedly have transferred along this same
path. Its similarity to other neighboring Pre-Pottery Neolithic set-
tlerents shows that interactions during the period were concen-
trated on a north-south axis; the onset of the Pottery Neolithic
period saw this axis extend further to the south, into northern
parts of Syria.

The earliest settlement phase at Akarcay Tepe dates to the
Pre-Pottery Neolithic, a time in which plants and animals were
gradually domesticated. This site was one of the first agricultural
villages to emerge in the region during this period. During the
Pottery Neolithic, the settlement can be described as a simple
village settlement.

GURCUTEPE

Glrcltepe lies 4 km southeast of Sanlurfa, near the epony-
mous village on the Harran plain. It comprises four adjacent
mounds oriented along an east-west axis which are referred to
as Glrcitepe |, I, lland V.

All four mounds have produced evidence for Pre-Pottery Neo-
lithic settlement; however, only Giircltepe | continued to be inhab-
ited into the Pottery Neolithic period.

The upper layers of Glrciitepe Il revealed three large, rectan-
gular shaped structures; the foundations of two of these were
made of stone and their walls from adobe (mud brick). The third
structure, which is dated to the final phase of the Pre-Pottery
Neolithic, lacked a stone foundation; upright stone slabs were set
upon its adobe walls.

Investigations at Gurcitepe have led to the recovery of numer-

-ous flint and obsidian tools, including obsidian blades known as



“Cayonu tools” and Byblos points.

Stone vessels and.limestone statues were also found at
Guircttepe Il. This settlement, with its domestic and public struc-
tures, is one of the oldest known Neolithic settlements of the
Harran plain, it representing the early phases of settled agricul-
trural life in the region.

CHALCOLITHIC AGE
6000-3100 BC

The Chalcolithic Period, formerly known as the “Copper-Stone
Age," represent the "Advanced Village™ period in terms of cultur-
al development. The Chalcolithic Period, is a period of transition
from the first agricultural villages to the first cities. It saw the in-
creased use of copper tools alongside stone ones and the emer-
gence of the first copper weapons. Large and densely populated
settlements who were shaped by agriculture and livestock culti-
vation first emerged during this period.

Agricultural villages became increasingly mare urban as their
lifestyles changed. Cultures with very different socio-economic
structures would lay the economic seeds for the "City-State-Em-
pire” system that would follow them.

The Chalcolithic Period is divided into three phases:

The Early Chalcolithic Period is dated to 6000 - 4300 BC and is
represented by the Halaf (6000 - 5200 BC) and the Early Ubaid 1
(5200 - 4300 BC) cultures who emerged in North Mesopotamia,
North Syria, and South-East Anatolia. '

The Middle Chalcolithic Period is represented by the Late
Ubaid (4300-3800 BC) and Middle Uruk (3800 - 3600 BC) cultures
in North Mesopotamia , North Syria, and South-East Anatolia.
Starting in the middle of 5000 BC, small settlements started to.
expand and became urbanized. Commerce spread north through
roads and water ways and was documented with clay stamps
(bullas) as the interaction between Anatolian and Mesopotamian
cultures increased. Local leaders who amassed power through
commerce and mining, evolved into independent political powers



with no pre-defined limits.

The Late Chalcolithic Period (3600-3300 BC) is linked to the
Uruk period (Late Uruk/North Uruk) during which the first ex-
amples of writing emerged in Mesopotamia. At the beginning of
4000 BC a period started during which commmerce started being
docurmented through pictography on clay tablets; central powers
amassed religious, economic, and administrative powers; and
social classes became more defined. This period saw the emer-
gence of a hierarchic structure based on middle and large sized
cities and agricultural settlements.

Societies undergoing urbanization and creating “economic in-
terest zones,” as a result of the economic system created by agri-
cultural villages, first emerged in the Chalcolithic Period.

A common trait among the areas from which these cultures
emerged in 4000 BC was the centralization of power by a class
of political and religious elites who held the power to distribute
goods and shape religious affairs.

Digs at the Euphrates Valley, near Sanliurfa revealed proof,
that densely populated settlements existed during that period.

FISTIKLI MOUND

Fistikli Mound is located 4 km south of Birecik and 1.5 km north
of Mezraa Village. The settlement lies on the eastern bank of the
Euphrates River, near the eastern tip of its flood-prone basin.

The settlement was established in the early Halaf period with
an uninterrupted occupation lasting nearly 300 years (6000-5700
BO).

Excavations revealed the remains of three large tholoi, one
small tholos, and two small buildings. Tholoi are circular shaped
structures with stone foundations and adobe (pisé) walls and are
characteristic for Halaf period architecture. The settlement also
featured circular shaped oven and workshop areas.

Arich variety of painted pottery from the Halaf culture was dis-
covered at Fistikll. Many of these vessels are adorned with richy
painted decortions in metallic colors. Among the depictions found



on the vessels are bulls' heads {bucrania), birds, and human
forms. In addition to poﬁery, excavations have revealed stone
vessels, jewellery, groundstone tools, as well as flint artefacts, in-
cluding sickles and arrowheads, Fistikli is one of the mostimport-
ant settlements from the Late Neolithic/Early Chalcolithic period.

Fistikli was abandoned during the Halaf period. However, its
mound was used for a settlement in the Middle Ages.

CAVi TARLASI

Cavi Tarlasi is located in Siverek District (Sanliurfa province) some
500 metres northeast of Nusaybin village and 45 km east of the
Hassek Mound. It now lies submerged beneath the waters of the
Ataturk Dam reservoir,

Excavations at Cavi Tarlasi have shown that it dates from the
Late Neolithic/Early Chalcolithic period (Early Halaf), or the first
half of éth millennium BC. A total of five different cultural layers
were identified, thus documenting the development of the Halaf
culture in the region. Settlernent remains comprised characteris-
tic Halaf architecture with circular shaped buildings (tholoi) with
domed roofs and rectangutar doorways. The foundations of these
buildings were made of basalt blocks while their superstructures

were made from adobe bricks. Other architectural remains in-

cluded ovens, fireplaces, and storerooms.

The pottery assemblage from Gavi Tarlasi comprises coarse,
organic tempered domestic wares and a rich repertoire of painted
fine ware vessels specific to the Halaf culture. These latter ves-
sels were adorned with different patterns which were executed
using black and red metallic paints. The patterns are composed of
lines, zigzags, wavey lines, dots, circles and square shapes.

More than 15 graves, some of them with grave gifts, were dis-
covered within or around the structures. ‘

Large numbers of flint tools and domesticated animal bones
suggest that Cavi Tarlasi was a developed farming vitlage.
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HASSEK MOUND

Hassek is located in Siverek district (Sanliurfa province) on the
eastern bank of the Euphrates River. it now lies submerged be-
neath the waters of the Atatlirk Dam reservoir.

Two cultural layers, belonging to the Late Chalcolitic (Uruk)
and Early Bronze Age, were investigated at the mound. The cul-
tural layer belonging to the Late Chalcolithic period coincides with
the Uruk expansion from South Mesopotamia into Southeastern
Anatolia.

The site comprises a central settlement area measuring 100
x 40 metres which features a residential area for the commercial
leaders at the site. This is separated by a 2 m thick wall from the
lower city in which simpler buildings were found. In addition to the
residential area, excavations in the central settlement area have
revealed Mesopotamian type architecture, including temples and
public buildings, storerooms and workshops.

Among important finds from the site are clay nails used in the
production of Uruk-specific mosaic-like wall decorations, cylin-
drical seals, stamp seals made from black stone with leaf motifs,
and commercially traded flint tools.

The majority of Late Chalcolithic pottery from the site stem
from

Uruk-type containers well-known in South Mesopotamia:
Beveled rim containers, cone shaped bowls, fruit bowls with ped-
estals, ring shaped pedestals for holding containers, vessels with
spouts, Uruk bottles, and grey painted pots.

The settlement was founded in the 4th millennium BC during
the Uruk colonization of the Upper Euphrates basin. It was aban-
doned after a large fire and resettled in the Early Bronze Age.

HACINEBI MOUND

" Hacinebi is located some 5 km north of Birecik district (Sanlurfa

province) and adjacent to U§urcuk (Hacinebi) village.
The site lies on a plateau on the eastern bank of the Euphrates
River. Settlement remains are attributed to various periods, and



particularly the Late Chalcolithic, when Hacinebi was situated at
acommercially dominant position on the trade routes connecting
Mesopotamia with Anatolia. '

Excavations at the site have revealed many details about the
local culture before it came under the influence of Uruk. Further,
these investigations have shed light on some of the changes
which took place once this influence took hold in the region. In
this context, excavations at Hacinebi have provided important in-
sights into the local culture in the 4th millennium BC, especially
with respect to the expansion of the South Mesopotamian Uruk
culture into Southeastern Anatolia.

The three cultural layers attributed to the Late Chalcolithic
period feature large pre-Uruk structures, thus attesting to the
high level of cultural development prior to Uruk expansion. Large
buildings from the Uruk period show that the settlement retained
its importance in this period.

Local pottery specific to Southeastern Anatolia, wheel thrown
vessels from the South Mesopotamian Uruk culture, and large
amounts of light-coloured containers reveal that the settlement
played an important role in cultural relations and was part of an
extensive commercial network.

Among the most important finds from Hacinebi are limestone
figurines, commonly known as “eye idols". These were important -
symbols in North Mesopotamian cult and ritual beliefs.

KAZANE MOUND

Kazane is located around 4 km southeast of Sanliurfa and north
of the Harran Plateau.

Kazane is one of the largest settlements in the region. It was
an important settlement hub, comprising not only the mound
but also a lower city with structures outside its city walls. Earliest
settlement dates back to the Pottery Neolithic (Hassuna culture),
the site expanding rapidly in the subseguent Chalcolithic, in the
middle of 4th millennium BC.

Excavations of the Pottery Neolithic layers have produced



pottery and finds characteristic of Hassuna and Samarra cultures
in Mesopotamia, indicating that cultural interaction started in this
period.

The Late Neolithic/Early Chalcolithic

(Halaf culture) settlement covered an area of more than 10
hectare. As such, it is is one of the largest known settlements
from this period. The Halaf cultural layer produced remains of
circular domed tholos-structures with adobe walls and working
areas.

Characteristic finds include seals, a small headless female
statue, similar finds of which are known from Mesopotamia, and
richly painted Halaf pottery vessels.

Following the Halaf period the Kazane mound was aban-
doned. However, in the mid-4th millennium BC a large and im-
portant Bronze Age settlement was located here. lts defensive
walls surrounded a 100 hectare large area. This settlement was
abandoned around 2000 BC.

SURTEPE MOUND

Located 7 km to the north of Birecik district (Sanliurfa province)
on the north bank of the Euphrates, Surtepe is 12 m high mound
with a settlement area of around 20 hectares.

Earliest settlement remains from this site stem from the Late
Ubaid period, continuing until the Early Bronze Age. The Late
Chalcolithic settlement structures were used for an extensive pe-
riod of time, their walls being regularly replastered. Excavations
at the site have yielded tools made from animal bone and horn,
and Kenan type flint tools. Pottery vessels painted with bitumen
(tar) indicate that this material was traded in the region.

Cylindrical seals from the Uruk IV period and a vessel camy-
ing a Late Uruk seal suggest that the settlement was part of the
Mesopotamian trade network. Settlement layers are covered by a
thick layer of ash. The mound, which was abandoned in the Early
Bronze Age, was used in the Middle Bronze Age for crop silos and
as a burial ground.



The last settlement period of the mound reveals a monumen-
tal structure made using standard adobe; it had up to 3.5 metre
high walls. A stone tablet discovered within this structure contains
atext in the form of a letter, written by the ascending king to a god.
Writtenvin Aramaic, the tablet dates back to the 4th - 5th céntury
BC. Containers and seal stamps uncovered in the building are typ-
ical for the Persian period. Accordingly, the structure was either
an administrative building or a palace used by Arameans living
under Persian rule.

BRONZE AGE
6000-3300 BC

The Fertile Crescent saw the establishment of city states, start-
ing 3000 BC. Agricultural societies on the Anatolian plains trans-
formed into small kingdoms. . The regional kingdoms established
at the beginning of 2000 BC transformed into empire during the
middle of the millennium.
Based on archeological finds and historical documents, the
Bronze Age is divided into three main periods:
Early Bronze Age (3300-2000BC) Early Sumerian Kingdoms,
Akkadian Empire,

Middle Bronze Age (2000-1550 BC) Late Assyrian and Early -

Mitanni Kingdoms

Late Bronze Age (1550-1100 BC) Hurrian - Mitanni-and Mid-

dle Assyrian Empires \

The advances in metallurgy, which started during the Chalco-
lithic Period, continued with the advent of bronze that was made
by mixing tin and copper, starting 3000 BC. The majority of the
inhabitants of the densely settled cities still made a living by farm-

ing but unlike villages, specialized occupations in non-agricultur--

al areas started to emerge. The invention of the wheel and the
development of writing, calendars, and mathematics occurred

during this period.. Manufacturing processes necessitating spe--

cialization and the development of trade networks created new
artisanal professions such as miners, goldsmiths, potters, weav-
ers and new social classes like merchants, soldiers, and priests.
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The use of copper and bronze in the manufacturing of tools and
weapons made societies dependent on outside sources for raw
materials and heralded the “Second Urban Revolution,” the sec-
ond important turning point in the history of civilization following
the "Neolithic Revolution.”

The king, seen as the embodiment of divine power, would levy
acertain amount of products from the population during the Early
Bronze Period. This practice started to change during the Middle
Bronze Age, with the economic power shifting from the temple to
the palace. Kings, so as not to loose the support of the priests, re-
duced taxes on temples and allowed themn to run their own econ-
omy. Once kingdoms turned inta empires, officials and soldiers
would be bestowed with goads for their livelihood.

Monumental public buildings were the tallest structures in the
cities. Among these structures were palaces and temples sur-
rounded by warehouses, workshops, and priest quarters. Only
warehouses, workshops, and priest quarters transformed into
central government spaces where goods were stored and dis-
tributed. Economic sources were managed by priests, civilian or
military officials, and clerks.

The Early Summerian Period in Mesopotamia saw the devel-
opment of the cuneiform writing on clay tablets, to keep histor-
ical and official records and to collect temple taxes. This syllable
based writing was adopted for the Akkadian, Assyrian, Hitite, and
Hurrian languages.

The Bronze Age saw the majority of the region being large-
ly settled, with Sanliurfa at the forefront. Akarcay Moound, Gre
Virike, Harabebezikan, Kurban Mound, Lidar Mound, Mezraa
Mound, Surtepe, Savi Mound, Tilbes Mound, Titris Mound and
Zeytinlibahge, are some of the most important settlements of the
Bronze Age. Surface surveys and digs made at these mounds
shed light on the region’s Bronze Age.



LIDAR MOUND

Lidar lies 23 km north of Bozova district (Sanliurfa province) on
the east bank of the Euphrates. The site is now submerged be-
neath the waters of the Atatlrk Dam reservair.

Located on an important trade route, it is believed that
the mound was the Lidar Castle referred to in Roman pericd
manuscripts.

The earliest settlement known from this site dates to the Ear-
ly Bronze Age I-lla periods; it featured buildings with thick ado-
be walls of a type which suggests that the settlement coincides
with the transition from the single-room to multi-room structure
period. Delicate pedestaled cups, some of them painted red, are
among the impressive finds from this period.

In addition to domestic architecture, in the southwestern part
of the site, pottery workshops were discovered. A total of 19 large
ovens with grills were found in these workshops which were
used to manufacture light colored, smooth textured vessels.

A cemetery was discovered within the settlement, located to
the east of the mound. Its excavation revealed 205 stone sar-
cophagi from the Early Bronze Age I-lll periods. The sarcophagi
were constructed using large stone slabs and were covered with
a further stone slab. The bodies were positioned with their feet
drawn up to their stomach and their heads facing north-west (so
called flexed burials). Among the grave goods were numerous
pottery vessels, stone axes, rings, needles, bracelets, and neck-
laces made from stone beads.

GRE VIRIKE

The mound of Gre Virike is located 15 km to the south of Birecik
district (Sanliurfa province) on the eastern bank of the Euphrates.

Gre Virike is a high adobe terrace, a forerunner of the ziggurats
found in Mesopotamia. It is the only excavated example of such a
site in Turkey. The terrace was used by the population inhabiting



the area between Karkamis and Birecik for a span of at least one
millennium.

In the early fourth millennium BC the terrace saw the addition
of two rectangular pools to its northern side, a libation channel
and four connected sacrificial pits at its centre, and a well with a
stair on its south side. Offerings, which included animal bones and
barley were lowered into the sacrificial pits, while the channel was
filled with barley. Incense was burned on the upper stones. The
terrace was an open air temple “ott akit-34 séri” where Akitu (new
year) festivities were held in the spring.

The mid-4th millennium BC saw the construction of three
monumental grave complexes on top of the terrace. Nearly a
hundred terracotta vessels and various other grave gifts had been
placed in the underground rooms (graves). The small open areas
connected to the rooms featured pits in which were found pots,
the bottomns of which had holes for liquid offerings; cooking pits
for food offerings; and small plastered holes for burning incense.
These buildings are interpreted.

MEZRAA MOUND

Located to the south of Birecik district (Sanliurfa province) on the
eastern bank of the Euphrates, Mezraa Mound features four cul-
tural layers.

The Late Uruk Period layers of the mound are limited to foun-
dations and pits. Pottery vessels retrieved from these layers indi-
cate that Mezraa Mound, like many other contemporary settle-
ments on the banks of the Euphrates, can be linked to the Uruk
colonization of the region.

Early Bronze Age I-Il settlements have been identified on the
southeastern side of the mound, while the Early Bronze Age I/
IV settlement has been excavated on the eastern and northeast-

“ern side. The madern topography of the mound owes much to
the large-scale buildings constructed during these periods. These
structures, which constitute the thickest cultural layers discov-
ered at the site, are covered by the ruins of a small village. This



later settlement is comprised of buildings attributed to a transi-
tional phase between the Early and Middle Bronze Age.

Settlement layers from the Middle Bronze Age and Iron Age
were destroyed by deep crop silos and structures built on the
mound in the Middle Ages. Architectural relics and simple burials
from the Middle Bronze Age have been excavated. Layers belong-
ing to the Iron Age revealed Persian type clay horse figurines.

The most recent settlement phase at the mound stems from
the Middle Ages. Excavations have shown that this settlement
was inhabited from the 11th to the 13th century AD. Finds from
this period include vessels made using the sgraffito, siralt, and
luster technigues, and coins dating to the Ayyubid period.

KURBAN MOUND

Kurban is situated 15 km northwest of Bozova district (Sanlburfa
province) on the south bank of the Euphrates. The mound is now
inundated by the waters of the Atatlirk Dam reservoir.

Excavations at the site have produced evidence for an uninter-
rupted occupation from the Early Chalcolithic up until the Middle
Ages. A total of eight different archaeological horizons (cultural
layers) have been identified.

Layer IV, which has been dated to the Early Bronze Age, has
revealed a large, walled structure with neighboring buildings sep-
arated by streets. Workshops have been identified outside the city.
Traces of smaller settlements located in the vicinity of Kurban are
suggestive of a three-tiered hierarchical settlement system.

Pottery vessels show local characteristics, though with ev-
ident Mesopotamian influences. Wheel thrown, slim and plain-
ly decorated pots, lacquered pots, and simple kneaded pots for
daily-use constitute the majority of pottery vessels. Metallic pots,
band-patterned and painted Karababa pots were also produced.
Double-handled cups from Anatolia reveal that in this period the
Euphrates Basin was located an important trade route which
linked Anatolia with northern Syria. :

The settlement declined in layer Il which comesponds with the
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transition from Middle Bronze Age | to Early Bronze Age lll. In this
period the settlement comprised some eight different neighbor-
hoods which were separated from one another by streets, yards
and open spaces. Subsequent 1o this settlement phase, Kurban
was abandoned for some 3,000 years, probably a reflection of al-
tered trade routes. The mound was re-settled during the Abbasid
period.

TiTRIS MOUND

Located 18 km to the northeast of Bozova district (Sanliurfa prov-
ince), this 22 metre high mound covers 3.3 hectares. In addition,
an adjacent lower part of the city at the foot of the mound covers
a 33 hectares, and an outer city yet another 16 hectares.

Titris was established on the trade route which connects Up-
per Mesopotamia with the Harran Plateau and the Balikh Valley.

The outer city was surrounded by a 3 metre high adobe wall
with stone foundations. Lower and outer parts of the city had
uniform layouts along streets. Excavations have revealed court-
yard-buildings with multiple rooms, cellars, and subterranean
burial crypts. Some of the buildings covered an area of 1,500
sgm. The houses featured areas reserved for food preparation,
and plastered areas for pressing grapes. The Early Bronze Age
| settlement (3000-2700 BC) revealed stone sarcophagi, while
the Early Bronze Age Il (BC 2600-2400) and Il (2300-2100) settle-
ments have revealed graves and pottery.

Atotal of 38 crypts have been discovered at a cemetery located
400 metres to the northwest of the mound. These contain large
numbers of individuals and are believed to be family interments.
The burials featured rich grave goods, such as ring shaped idols
specific to the Eastern Aegean region, violin shaped idols from
the Western Anatolian region, as well as cups with twin handles

~ (depas amphikypellom). These finds further underline the im-

portance played by the settlement in the trade between these re-
gions.-Moulds for manufacturing lead figurines are representative
of a Central Anatolian tradition. Of particular note is a mass grave



from the time of the fall of the Akkadian Empire which was found
beneath the foundations. of a house.

HARABEBEZIKAN

Harabebezikan is located some 17 km south of Birecik district
(Sanliurfa province) and 200 m northwest of the eponymous vil-
lage, on the east bank of the Euphrates.

Excavations at the mound have revealed Early Bronze Age,
Iron Age and Hellenistic settlement layers, as well as a Late Ro-
man setilement with fortification walls.

The pottery dated to the Early Bronze Age IlII-IV is comprised of
tall pedestaled vessels, small pots, and cups. Most of the pottery
can be attributed to the standard, Mesopotamiian wheel thrown,
undecorated and single coloured wares. However, the cups also
show characteristics of the Middle Euphrates basin region. Un-
fortunately, some of these cups were uncovered during illegal
excavations; therefore, nothing is known about their find contexts.
Nevertheless, they show some of the same characteristics as
cups retrieved from burials in the Middle Euphrates basin: There-
fore, although the site is not completely excavated, lower layers of
the site could contain intramural graves dating back to the second
half of 3000 BC. '

So far, little is known about the Late Roman period at the site.
Among the finds from this period are domestic pottery wares, a
small number of “Late Roman C" plates, and “North Syria Am-
phorae’. These latter vessels are well-known from Anatolian and
northern Syrian sites and occasionally camy workshop seals,
usually found on their handles. These vessels are important indi-
cators for river-based commerce along the Euphrates in the Late
Roman period. : '



IRON AGE
1200 - 330 BC

The beginning of the Iron Age in Anatolia, dating back to 1100-
300 BC. saw the population abandon specialized occupations and
disperse into smaller groups as the central authority that held
them together disappeared with the fall of the empires. The col-
lapse of the state system in Anatolia resulted in the abandonment
of cities and the increase of rural populations. Climate changes
in Asia Minor and the neighboring regions forced the population
to migrate to more moderate climates. This immigration wave
enriched the ethnic diversity of North Mesopotamia and its neigh-
boring regions.

This period of development in Asia Minor during the 9th cen-
tury BC saw the collapse of the Hittite Empire in Anatolia and the
subsequent establishment of the Kingdom of Phrygia, alongside
the creation of the Urartu Kingdom by nomadic people living in
Eastern Anatolia. The collapse of the Hittite Empire resulted in
Late Hittite kingdoms surviving in Southeast Anatolia, sharing the
region with kingdoms founded by Aramaic tribes who emigrated
from the south. The development of iron processing technologies
and the subsequent manufacturing of more effective weapons
and tools resulted in new martial tactics for better defenses and
increased conquests.

Starting with the 9th century BC, the Neo-Assyrian kings
conquered North Mesopotamia and South-east Anatolia, and
established new settlements to which they forcefully re-settled
people from other regions. This caused various ethnic groups to
be assimilated under a single rule and thus prevented possible
uprisings while also providing workforces for the farms that were
established on conquered soil.

Starting with the 7th century BC, writing spread outside palace

.schools, while trade routes became longer and more diversified
with the use of camel caravans in dry steppe regions. The mint-
ing of the first coin in the éth century BC in Lydia changed the
measurements used in commercial and economic systems. The



growing population and the need for a standing army to preserve
the system that conferred wealth to selected classes necessitated
the expansion of farming lands. The practice of establishing ter-
races on hills, the development of irrigation canals on flat lands,
and the digging of wells for settlements were realized during this
period.

The Middle Euphrates Basin and its surrounding area were
turned into Neo-Assyrian provinces during the 8th-7th century
BC. The "Fertile Crescent” region of the Anatolian Medes Empire
on the other hand fell under the rule of the Late Babytonian Em-
pire in 612-550 BC and later became part of the Persian Empire
during the years 550-330 BC.

SULTANTEPE

Prof. Dr. Giilriz Kozbe

Sultantepe is one of the largest sites of the Neo-Assyrian Empire
in Anatolia and the one that has yielded the most significant writ-
ten documentation of the period. Sultantepe, a mound, located 16
km southeast of the city center of Sanliurfa. The base of this huge
mound measures 520 m in diameter and it is 42 m high.

Based on textual evidence, the archaeological site of Syltan-
tepe has been identified with the Neo-Assyrian Period Anatolian
city of Huzirina. However, according to O. R. Gurney, the epigra-
pher of the joint British-Turkish excavations of Sultantepe, the
site cannot be identified with Huzirina, based on the royal annals
of Tukulti-Ninurta I, lay at a day's walking distance from Nisibis
(Gurney 1952: 30-31). Indeed, Nisibis, modern Nusaybin, is locat-
ed 210 km east of Sultantepe. Therefore, Sultantepe was either a
different settlement bearing the same name, Huzirina, or it was
Haziri, which is cited as the second station after Harran on the
Early Babylonian Period route (Finkelstein 1957: 137)

Joint British-Turkish Excavations at Sultantepe (1951-1952)
With the recognition of the site’s importance for understanding the
history of cultural and political interactions between Anatolia and
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Mesopotamia, the first excavations at Sultantepe were conduct-
ed in the years of 1951-1952 by a British archaeologist S. Lloyd
and the director of Hittite Museum (now Museum of Anatolian
Civilizations in Ankara), N. Gokge. A brief season of 1951 excava-
tions was followed by a series of soundings in 1952 (Lloyd&Gokee
1953; Lloyd 1954). The most significant result of the 1952 season
came from a 10x7 m sounding that targeted to uncover a hoard of
cuneiform tablets, which were first identified in 1951. The tablets
were found in an iregular heap abutting a wide mudbrick wall in
the northeastern sector of the mound. The building next to which
the tablets were found was a private residence that consisted
of a central courtyard paved with stones and bricks and three
small adjoining rooms. The building was named “The House of
Qurdi-Nergal” based on the attestation of this personal name in
the colophons of a number of cuneiform tablets. Qurdi-Nergal,
the temple priest of god Zababa, who might have inhabited this
house with his family (Gurney 1952: 30).

The monumental gate of an enclosure wall was identified
before the initiation of excavations in the southwestern sector
of the mound, where huge basalt column bases were partially
projecting above the surface. Based on parallels with other As-
syrian settlements, excavators have suggested that these monu-
mental architectural remains must have enclosed a royal palace
or a temple. The area where the tablets are located was most
probably the site of a temple complex. In fact, the archive that
contained nearly 600 cuneiform texts was first interpreted as a
collection from the library of a temple dedicated to the moon-god
Sin, and later on as a cache that belonged to the scribal school
of the temple (Lloyd, Gtékce 1953: 43). The collection consisted
of unbaked tablets, except for a single tablet. This archive is very
significant proof of the richness of epigraphic finds at Sultantepe,
which is one of a handful of sites that have yielded Neo-Assyri-

- an texts in Anatolia. The tablets not only vary widely in terms of

subject matter and genre, but also provide an invaluable source
of information on the developrment of the cuneiform script during
this period.

The transcription and translation of many Sultantepe tablets
written in Assyrian, Akkadian, and Sumerian languages began
in 1953. Including familiar narratives such as "The Epic of Gil-
gamesh’ (Gurney 1957), “The Epic of Creation” (Gurney 1952: 27-
28), and “The Tale of the Poor Man of Nippur” (Gurney 1956), as
well as Assyrian eponym lists, school texts, contracts, incanta-
tions and omens, medical texts, literary and historical narratives,
various vocabulary lists, and prayers and ritual texts concerning
various gods, the wide variety of subjects and genres attested in
the archive is impressive (Gurney 1952; Gurney 1953; Finkelstein
1957). Today, most of these tablets are stored in the collections of
the Museum of Anatolian Civilizations at Ankara, while some are
on display at Sanliurfa Archaeological Museum.

The results of 1951-1952 excavations have revealed that, fol-
lowing the Neo-Assyrian Period the mound was not settled for a
long time during the Neo-Babylonian (until 550 BC) and the Ach-
aemenid/Persian (550-333 BC) periods. It was only around mid-
2nd century BC, during the Hellenistic Period that the mound was
settled once again. Settlement levels dating to the Hellenistic and
Roman Periods (333 BC - 400 AD) are nearly 7 m high. Sultantepe
was abandoned again sometime during the 2nd — 3rd centuries
BC (Lloyd, Gokee 1953; Lloyd 1954).

2011 Intensive Archaeological Survey at Sultantepe
In 2011, 60 years after the joint British-Turkish excavations held
at Sultantepe, fieldwork at the site was re-initiated by a team of
archaeologists, geophysical engineers, graduate and undergrad-
uate students under the directorship of Prof. Dr. Giilriz Kozbe. The
2011 season.was dedicated to an intensive surface survey in an
area measuring 2 km in diameter around the mound including a
geophysical survey using a magnetic gradiometer. The area on
Sultantepe was divided into 36 units, which were intensively sur-
veyed, recorded, and photographed.

Our survey at Sultantepe and its vicinity has been document-
ed Assyrian ceramics and stone vessels, confirming that the site
was densely inhabited during the Neo-Assyrian Period. Although



Sultantepe is commonly identified as a Neo-Assyrian citadel and
famous for its cuneiform archives dating to this period, the results
of our survey have demonstrated that it was a large and promi-
nent settlement in the region during the 3rd and 2nd millennia BC,
as well. However, the pottery assemblages of the surface survey
include many samples of Early and Middle Bronze Age wares. On
base of sherds and artifacts collected during the survey suggest
that the settlement sequence at the site begins by the Neolithic
and continues into the Islamic Period.

Many aspects of the Neo-Assyrian settlement at Sultante-
pe, such as the ancient name of the site, its architectural layout
and the function/s of the building where the tablet contexts were
found, periods belonging tc the prior of New Assyrian or the ear-
liest point of its settlement sequence all remain as mysteries due
to lack of archaeological excavations at the site. Undoubtedly, cru-
cial archaeological and textual evidence that would be recovered
will shed light on significant questions concerning the history of
Assur itself, as well as the process of Assyrian. involvement in
Anatolia.

HELLENISTIC PERIOD
330 BC -244 AD

The Hellenistic Pericd in Anatolia begins with the Macedonian
King Alexander the Great's crossing of the Dardanelles in the
year 334 BC and his victory over the Persians on the shares of the
Granicus River (Biga Cay1).

The conquest of Asia gained momentum with the victory over
the Persian Emperor Darius Il in BC 333 at the Battle of Issus,
near the Taurus Mountains at Dortyol, paving the way for a pe-
riod that would see its influence extend up to India. This meant
a change in the lifestyles, languages, and cultural habits of the
- cities. The scientific knowledge derived from' literacy, especially
the Hellenic writing, would directly influence Eastern cultures. The
Antakya based Seleceus Empire was the dominant political force
of the region untit the beginning of the Roman Empire in 31 BC.



SANLIURFA CASTLE

Prof. Dr. Giilriz Kozbe

Sanlurfa Castle excavations were determined by the Presidential
Decision No. CK016303/2020 in line with the permit of the Gen-
eral Directorate of Cultural Heritage and Museums, Ministry of
Culture and Tourism, It has been carried out since 2020 with a
staff under the admin of Prof.Dr.Gilriz Kozbe. Since we have lim-
ited information about the history of the castle the importance of
the excavations to be carried out in Sanliurfa Castle in following
years increases so far.

Sanliurfa Castle is located in the city center of Sanliurfa, on
Dambak Hill. just south of Balikligdl, Pool of Abraham. In the
construction of the castle, cut limestone blocks having the same
characteristics with the limestone bedrock on which it was built
were used. In the east and south directions where the slope is
less, the castle is surrounded by a wide and deep ditch formed by
carving the bedrock in addition to the fortification walls. The ditch
continues until the western parts of the Northern Wall where the
slope decreases; while it was not seen in front of the Northern
Wall, which also includes the entrance gate of the castle and sits
on a steep rock. There are bastions of different sizes and plans on

the fortification walls of the castle. In Santiurfa Castle, which has

been under the hegemony of various political forces throughout
its historical sequence, it is possible to follow those periods by the
changes in the fortification wall workmanship and stone cuttmg
techniques.

Since no archaeological excavations have been carried out
in Sanliurfa Castle before, the information about the foundation
and history of the castle is based only on knowledge obtained

from various written sources for now. The human statue called

Baliklig6l or Urfa Man, whichi is exhibited in Sanliurfa Museum and
dated to 10000 BC, was found on the slope just north of Balikligél.
Therefore, we can say that there are cultural traces go back to
the Neolithic Period in this area, where the castle is also locat-
ed. However, according to the archaeological and docurmentary
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evidence, the earliest data in Sanliurfa Castle is thought to be the
Monument Columns crowned by Corinthian capitals, which are
erected in the north of the castle, dominating the silhouette of the
city and -have become one of the symbols of the city.

Urfa was conguered repeatedly throughout history, and has
been dominated by many civilizations, including the, Assyrians,
Medes, Persians, Ancient Greeks (under Alexander the Great),
Seleucids, Armenians, Arameans, the Neo-Assyrian Osrhoenes,
Romans, Sassanids, Byzantines, Arabs, Abbasids, Seljugs,
Ayyubids, Ag Qoyunlus, Memluks and Gttomans.

The works for 2020 and 2021 seasons have been shaped as
archaeological excavations, restoration and conservation works
carried out in priority areas in order to reopen the castle as an
open-air museum which was closed in 2018, considering its high
visitor potential. In this framework, one of the priority areas is
*Sector A", where the remains of a Monumental Building including
Monument Columns are located in the center of the castle, adja-
cent to the North Wall; the other is "Sector B in the western part
of the castle, where another monumental structure with pointed
arches, vaults and stairs was unearthed. Recent restoration and
conservation works kept up on the exterior of the Northern Wall,
on the platforms of the Monument Columns, in the A and B sec-
tors mentioned above, and in the West Bastion simultaneously
with the excavations.

AKARCAY MOUND

Akargay Mound is located 15 km south of Birecik district (San-
liurfa province) on the east bank of the Euphrates. Excavations
undertaken between 1999 and 2002 revealed settlement layers
from the Early Bronze Age IlI-IV to the Late Roman period.

Early Bronze Age architecture features rectangular structures
with stone floors, and workshops with hardened dirt floors, some

‘of which contained stone mortars. The simple and plain pottery

found in this settlement layer is also known from Kurban Mound
IV, Kargamis Cemetery, and Ebla in North Syria.



Similar metallic vessels were found in the northern Hayaz
and Samsat mounds, and at Tell Hadidi. Deep grooved or smooth
bowls with high pedestals were first used during the Early Bronze
Age.

An adobe terrace at the eastern corner of the mound was
strengthened with mud mortar and rubble. Two Ninive-5 pots
from the Early Bronze Age II-Ill were found in the fill of the terrace.
A large pottery assemblage attributable to the Late Chalcolithic
period was also found. Among the latter were sherds of beveled
rim pots from the Late Uruk Period, thus suggesting that the
mound was one of the Uruk colony settlements which formerly
dotted the Euphrates Basin.

ROMAN PERIOD
244-AD - 1031

Rome's increasing influence in Anatolia was cemented by the vic-
tory over the Seleucid Empire at the Battle of Magnesia in 190 BC.
The bequeathing of the territories of the Kingdom of Pergamum
to Rome in 133 BC saw the step-by-step transformation of Hel-
lenistic kingdoms into Roman provinces. The development of
urban administrations during Emperor Augustus' rule, a period
during which the majority of the region came under the rule of
Rome, continued. A standing army was raised as the conflict with
the Parthians continued. Land ownership was fundamentally
changed by the use of land survey records. Tax and food collec-
tion, and the movement of armies along roads and bridges saw
cities in the Comnmagene region filled with local soldiers and Ro-
man investors.

General Crassus' crossing of the Euphrates in 53 BC upon.a
proposal by King Abgar of Osroene and his-subsequent crush-
ing defeat drew Rome's attention to the region. Emperor Trajan
began a campaign to address the problem in the east in AD 114,
but it was not until Emperor Caracalla’s campaign that Edessa
finally became a Roman colony. In AD 296, the region was divided
into two legislative regions: Osroene with its capital Edessa and



Mesopotamia. Edessa continued to be used as a castle-city locat-
ed between the Roman Empire and the Sassanids.

BYZANTINE PERIOD

1031 AD - 1086

Constantine the Great's move of the administrative capital to his
namesake Constantinople i AD 330 marked the beginning of
the era of New Rome. Citizens of the empire saw themselves as
Romans who had adopted Christianity as the official religion and
Greek as their shared language (in favor of the official language
Latin). The period saw an urban renewal during which churches
became centers of public spares.

During Emperor Theodosius II's rule in the 5th century, nearly
all traditions dating back to the pagan and Classical Age culture
were eradicated. But following Emperor’s Justinian's splendid rule
in the 6th century, the outbreak of plague, the high costs of the
peace treaty with the Sassanians, the human and financial costs
of new constructions, and the devastation caused by earthquakes
resulted in irreparable damages to many cities in the region.

The Sassanian King Khosrau Il besieged Edessa in AD 403
and finally conquered the city after a 7 year siege. But the city
once again came under the rule of the Byzantine Empire in AD
628. The city, prior to being included in the territories of the Otto-
man Empire in AD 1517; was held subsequently by the Byzan-
tine Empire for the third time starting AD 1031; the Seljuk Empire
starting 1087 AD; the Armenians starting AD 1095; the Crusaders
who established the County of Edessa starting 1098; and various
Turkish chiefdoms.

ZEYTINLIBAHGE

Prof. Dr. Marcella Frangipane

Zeytinlibahce is an outstanding mound, though relatively small
in extension (about 2.60 hectares). rising up from the plain with
a high conical secondary mound that rises on the north-western



part of the main hoyiik and gives Zeytinli Bahce its very peculiar
shape. The high elevation of the mound (31 m) is due to the inten-
sive and long occupation of the site from the beginning of the 4th
millennium BC to the late Byzantine or Medieval period.

The main location of the occupations on the mound changed
in the course of time.

The most interesting aspect making Zeytinli Bahge a very im-
portant source of historical information is the extremely long and
uninterrupted sequence of superimposed settlements covering
two and half millennia, from the 4th to the 2nd millenniurn BC,
and revealing the changing dynamics of interaction between this
small site, located in a strategic position on the Euphrates, and
the Mesopotamian communities in the course of time.

The prehistoric settlement, from the Late Chalcolithic to the
end of Early Bronze | (ie. from the 4th to the beginning of 3rd
millennia BC), had a major concentration in the present western
part of the hdyuk, where it is badly eroded by the Euphrates. The
long sequence of Late Chalcolithic-EBI levels formed altogether
an almost 11 m thick deposit.

Late Chalcolithic levels (3900-3100 BC) were superimposed in
the lower part of the mound, followed by several building levels
belonging to the Early Bronze Age | (3100-2800 BC). A late Early
Bronze settlement (EB Ili-1V), and a Middle Bronze fortified citadel
were both mainly concentrated in a small area in the northern
part of the héyuk, where they formed a high conical secondary

mound, above which, after short unsubstantial Iron age and Hel-

lenistic occupations, an imposing Late Byzantine/ Medieval for-
tified rural settlement was built with several rebuilding phases.
The development of the Zeytinli Bahge community was very
continuous and gradual, except for an abrupt change that oc-
curred around the mid-4th millennium (Late Chalcolithic 4), when
dwellings with “Middle Uruk” Mesopotamian materials appeared,
marking, as in the nearby site of Hacinebi, a possible intrusion of
a foreign community and the adoption of a new culture linked to
the Uruk world, which strongly influenced the following develop-
ments in the site and in the whole Middle Euphrates region.
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The architecture of the Middle Uruk period maintained the do-
mestic nature of the previous period, till the end of the period,
when the excavated area is occupied by a very peculiar structure
made of small cell rooms 1 x 1.25 m, regularly spaced at constant
intervals and separated by thick walls, very similar to a similar
structure in the Syrian site of Sheikh Hassan. Its function is un-
clear, since, as in the case of Sheikh Hassan, this building has
been found completely empty. The only material found here was
scanty remains of bitumen, which also represent a possible indi-
cation of exchange along the Euphrates.

The pottery found in these levels was very similar to that of
other Middle Uruk sites in the region: fine pottery of a Mesopo-
tamian type was accompanied by the appearance of the well-
known "bevelled rim bowls" which represent the spread of mass
produced vessels for distributing food.

A typical eye-idol of limestone with close parallels in the other
Middle Uruk northern sites confirms the cultural and chronologi-
cal references of these levels.

The far-reaching change observed at Zeytinli Bahge in this
period, as well as the subsequent abrupt abandonment of the
cell-building, suggest that Mesopotamian groups may have ar-
rived at the site, around the middle of the 4th millennium, and
probably abandoned the area shortly afterwards. It is difficult to
say if there were actually alien people settled in the site, and it
is also possible that close contacts were established with people
of southern origins settled in the nearby regions or in the same
area, which strongly interfered with the life of the local popula-
tion. At all events, the findings at Zeytinli Bahge seem to confirm
the existence of an early Mesopotamian Uruk ‘wave’ that had a
remarkable impact on the northern Late Chalcolithic cultures
along the Middle Euphrates and the Khabour, though some fea-
tures, such as the typically northern eye idols, suggest that the
local population played a fully active part in this process of cul-
tural hybridization, bringing to the formation of the earliest urban
societies.

The later evolution of the local culture at Zeytinli Bahge appears



to have been very gradual and continuous. In the Late Uruk period
(3400-3100 BC), the site shows a gradual transformation of the
Uruk traits acquired in the Middle Uruk phase into a kind of local
Late Uruk assemblage.

Judging from the stratified pottery at Zeytinli Bahce, it seems
that the Late Uruk levels were a phase of local assimilation and
transformation of the Middle Uruk features. This may reveal that
either the possible alien components had left the village or they
had integrated into the local culture. in any case, the presence
of the Uruk components in the region has, without any doubt,
significantly affected the cultural development in the area, at the
point that the Uruk heritage is still alive in the material culture of
the Euphrates valley in the first centuries of the 3rd millennium,
during the EB 1. ‘

Zeytinli Bahge, thanks to rigorous stratigraphic excavations,
shows these processes of cultural developments, hybridization
and change in connection with the Mesopotamian world in great
detail.

A remarkable continuity is also observable in the development
of the later phases of Early Bronze Age (EB IlI-IV) (second half of
the 3rd millennium BC). In one of these levels, numerous olive
seeds have been found in the site, attesting the olive cultivation
around 3500-3400 BC. ' '

The archaeological materials found at Zeytinli Bahce, when
compared with data from other sites, indicate the formation of a
regional EB | culture in the Carchemish region and in the whole
Euphrates area south of the Taurus range, directly emerging from
a local development of the northern Uruk horizon. '

A completely new settlement pattern was established at
Zeytinli Bahge in Middle Bronze Age II. The new settlement con-
sisted of a fortified imposing building complex with defense walls -
and towers, which stood on the same area as the EB IV occu-
pation. This “fortress-like structure” was built directly on a large .
stone platform base, and the mud-brick walls are preserved to
a width of 3m. On the eastern side of the tower-room, a wide
passage-way leads towards the centre of the mound and might



possibly represent the main entrance to the Middle Bronze citadel.

Miniature bronze weapons have been found in this fortress.

A globular jar with a single twin-handle and cylindrical neck
has been moulded with a particular technique. This very char-
acteristic vessel is known from many Middle Bronze Age sites
along the Middle Euphrates, and also from Kultepe, where, in
levels Il and Ib of the Karum of Kanish, analogous shapes ap-
pear. The peculiar characteristics of this shape and its distribution
within the region, suggest that it might have been a vessel for the
transportation of liquids, and most probably of wine. According to
texts of the beginning of the Second Millennium BC from Mari,
the region of Carchemish was an excellent wine producer and the
main centre of redistribution of this important product.

This MB building has been totally destroyed by a sudden and
violent fire, and completely sealed by its own collapsed walls and
wooden beams,

The Early Bronze IV and the Middle Bronze Age, despite the
short time interval between them, constitute the second phase in
the history of the site connected with a regional system displaying
a higher degree of urbanization and centralization. Further more,
the limited dimensions of the settlement, combined with the for-
tified character of the second phase, suggest that Zeytinli Bahge
may have had a different function from the one it had previously
fulfilled, appearing to have become a minor outpost or satellite
site for the neighbouring city of Carchemish, in a period of flour-
ishing long-distance trade and exchange of goods. This marks a
new era in the history of Zeytinli Bahge and the Middle Euphrates
region, characterized by a more centralised system.

After a long period of partial abandonment and sporadic fre-
quentation in the Iron Age, a new Roman settlement occupied
the northern part of the lower mound, and then a Late Byzantine/
Mediaeval fortified rurat building complex was settled on top of
the older Middle Bronze fortress.

The site of Zeytinli Bahce, thanks to its small and rural char-
acter and its very long occupation, enables us to observe the
events from an unusual point of view in archaeological research,



by observing the changes in the behaviour and function of minor
sites and common population, as a consequence of major events
of which others centres were the protagonists. These changes,
certainly less pronounced and perceptible than in the main cen-
tres of political power and decision-making, wholly reflect the
importance and significance of the events, since they reflect the
involvement of the whole population.

APEMEIA MOUND
Prof. Dr. Catherine Abadie-Reynal

The excavations led in Apameia brought to light new archaeolog-
ical data that had not been observed before on Hellenistic sites, as
well as they gave us the opportunity to use new scientific meth-
ods. First of all, since we had no time to conduct large excavations,
we used what was, at that time (end of the 90es), a new method
to explore the ground, namely the geophysical survey. Thanks to
that method, we could, in several weeks, have an overall view of
most of the archaeological structures and of the whole plan of the
city and decide the strategical points where limited soundings had

to be done. The results were astonishing : we discovered a whole

Hellenistic city, with its wall, gates, streets, squares, houses. Ap-
ameia HoéyUk was a pecular site because, since the Hellenistic
period (300-150 BC), no later establishment occupied the place
any more. Thanks to this rare situation, everything was keptin a
good state of preservation and the plan of the whole Hellenistic
city could be easily read.

Another scientific important fact appeared after the soundings
we did to precise the chronology of the establishment. We could
determine that the city had been planned to be an important one,
with large walls and elaborate gates and organization, but it had

been abandoned within a short time, without being completely -

built : some areas never received any building, other ones had a
rather short history. If the reasons of that abandonment are not
clear, it is the first time, in the rich history of the Hellenistic Greek
colonization, that a failure in the process could be studied.
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Finally the last interest of the site is constituted by the necrop-
olis : it is mainly a rock-cut Hellenistic and Byzantine necropolis
which gave the opportunity to put to light different archaeologi-
cal artefacts, to analyze the taphonomic process and, for the first
time in the Middle-East, to lead a scientific excavations of such a
kind of graves, that, for some of them, had remained hidden since
Antiquity : so, local unknown funerary habits could be revealed as
well as the possibility to obtain scientific data from such difficult
and often disturbed contexts.

ISLAMIC PERIOD

639 AD - 1922

Urfa, upon the Roman Empire’s split into two parts in 395, fell
within the borders of the Byzantine Empire, where it remained
until it was conguered by the Caliph Umar in 639. Subsequently
ruled by the Ummayads, the Abbasids, and the Marwanids, it once
again fell into the hands of the Byzantine Empire.

Starting 1066, the city faced raids by the Turks and was un-
successfully besieged in 1070 by Sultan Alparslan. The emir
Bozan conquered the city in 1087 upon orders of the Seljuk Sul-
tan Meliksah's and established Turkish rule. But the city soon fell
under the rule of the Syrian Seljuks after Bozan lost his life in
1094 during a battle with Tutush |. Tutush appointed the Arme-
nian Thoros to govern the city. But following the death of Tutush,
Thoros ruled the city single-handedly.

Having been invited into the region to repel the threat of Turks,
the Crusader Baldwin of Boulogne captured and turned Urfa into
the County of Edessa on March 10, 1098, during the First Crusade.
Baldwin established so the First Crusader State in Anatolia, not
hesitating to dispose the Armenian Thoros. During Baldwin of
Boulogne's rule

(1,098-1,100), the governor of Mosul besieged Urfa for 3
weeks (May 4-25) but failed to take the city due to its fortified
walls. During the period of Count Baldwin of Bourcq (1100-1118)
the Crusaders of Urfa and Antiochia targeted the Turkish-Islamic
states. The Battle of Harran (May 7, 1104) saw Artuk Emir Sékmen



and the Gavernor of Mosul Cokurmus achieve a resounding vic-
tory against the Crusaders. As a result, Count Baldwin of Bourcg
was imprisoned by the Turks and the Crusaders abandoned their
plans of marching eastward. This defeat also caused the Coun-
ty of Edessa to be ruted by the Principality of Antioch during the
years 1104-1108. This period saw the city subsequently besieged
by the Turk Bey Cokirmis in 1104 and 1105, and Kilj Arslan, the
Seljuk Sultan of Rum in 1106, with no results.

Count Baldwin of Bourcq, after being released by Cavliin 1108,
had to face the 3-year long campaign of the Governor of Masul
Mevd(d, starting 1110, and the attack of Aksungur el- Porsuk?
in 1114. In the end, Nur ad-Din Zengi, the atabeg of Aleppo and
Mosul, conquered the city on December 24, 1144, during the rule
of Count Joscelin Il of Courtenay (1131-1144), thus ending the
County of Edessa. So, Edessa the first Crusader County in Anato-
lia became also the first to be lost.

The conquest of Urfa resonated deeply within the Turkish-Is-
lamic world, representing a major blow to Europe and the Cru-
sader States in the East. The fall of the city caused Europe to
launch the unsuccessful Second Crusade against the Turkish-Is-
lamic world.
